Good morning to you. Thank you for giving me some more time. Finally I am ready with my budget.

This year the academic year began with 61 boarders. The boys came here on 10th of June and their school started on 11th June. For 5th standard there are 18 boys and rest 42 from 6th to the 10th standard. This year has been lucky since none of the child cried or said I want to go home. In a way it has started on a good note. The 10th standard students have done well. One boy has secured 80% another 73% and others have got above 60%. Was very happy to hear about the results. 
This year the colour of school dress of the children has been changed. I shall send the pictures later. The house has been looking bright and beautiful. The colouring and tiling works of halls, kitchen, dining floor, toilets has been done. Thank you very much for the contribution. The new mattresses have been also put in use. New fans and inverters have been installed. No problem of staying in the dark now. We have taken a municipality water connection for drinking purpose. A water tank has been built to store water. A lot of changes have been possible all because of your generosity. 
Our well has dried this year. So we are purchasing tankers from outside both for drinking and bathing. Children are been told to use water sparingly. Feel bad about it but can’t help. Hope the rain Gods send rain soon for us. Even the farmers are been waiting desperately.

Like last year this year to the children will be having their field experience by planting vegetables in their garden and well as in the field. This will start only when we have enough water. As usual the classes in English, Marathi, Math’s, Computers, Skills development will continue. Frs. Vine giving class in Math’s, Florence English class for the 5th and 6th Std. Adolf classes in reading loud and pronunciation. Nits Sir Marathi classes for 5th and 6th Std. Mr. Sing hare will continue with English class for the 8th and 9th STD. 

Last year I started for children during the assembly to come and speak on what chapter they have read. This will help the other boys to know what the subject matter is so they can remember. Memorizing poem and lessons to know their capacity of grasping. Besides reading story books, quiz, given a 8 or 6 letter word and see how many words they can get. It involves a lot of thinking and knowing their vocabulary. Few of them take a lot of interest.  Efforts are there to make them competitive, slowly it will happen. They are not use to all this.
On 21st February 2019 this institution is going to celebrate 50 years of its establishment. The original date is 26th Feb 1969. Since 21st will be a convenient date for people to come here. So planning is been going on. In November the entire house will be having a new look from inside and outside. People have shown a lots of enthusiasm to celebrate 50 years. As I write this report finally the rain came this evening with heavy showers, thundering and lightning.
