NAME:       Sana Parveen
AGE/SEX:  10 yrs/ female.
Sana was admitted in Sankalp 2 yrs back. At that time-

1. She had to be assisted in all self-help skills except drinking water. 
2. She could not speak anything. She used vague gestures to communicate her 

basic needs and could follow only few simple verbal commands like sit down, come here etc.
3. She had no concept of size, shape, colours, time etc and her understanding of her surroundings and articles of daily use was also very poor.
4. Her attention was very poor and she could not sit at one place for more than 15 minutes.
5. She used to remain aloof and tried to interact with others only when she was very happy. She had a general disinterest in everything. 

6. She could walk and run but the movements were very clumsy. 
  DIAGNOSIS:  MODERATE MENTAL RETARDATION WITH MOTOR 

                           DYSFUNCTION AND SPEECH DEFECT
   After 2 yrs of training, Sana is
· Independent for his daily activities. She still has difficulty in buttoning and unbuttoning her clothes and needs assistance for tying shoe laces.

· Can speak few single words, though not very clearly. Her understanding has considerably improved and she can now communicate well through gestures and body language.
· She can recognize few fruits, vegetables, animals, colours and articles of daily use. She also has concept of up-down, in-out, above-below etc. She is also learning counting objects upto 10. She can colour simple pictures but not very neatly. Her grip is still not very good.
· She now happily sits in class for the entire duration of school (as per the time-table). She is still easily distracted from her work but resumes her work with slight prompt. 

· She happily interacts with everyone now and is keen to do things herself. She helps her teacher in simple tasks like putting back things in almirah after activity, cleaning the table after lunch etc.
· She now carries herself confidently and runs and throws ball nicely. She has won prizes in inter-school games.
                                             CASE STUDY – 2 

NAME:       Bazla
AGE/SEX:  9yrs/ female

   Bazla was admitted to Sankalp 1 ½  yrs back. At that time-

1. She was self-dependent in all self help skills except buttoning and unbuttoning but needed supervision and verbal prompting.
2. She could speak only few words and largely used gestures for communicating her needs. She could understand simple verbal commands but did not respond to them usually.
3. She had no basic pre-academic concepts like size, shape, colours, matching etc. though she could recognize simple articles of daily use like glass, plate etc.
4. She was a dull child and used to remain aloof in class. She did not show interest in any activity and did not want to sit in class with other children.
DIAGNOSIS:  MILD MENTAL RETARDATION (DOWN’S SYNDROME)
After 1 ½ years of training, Bazla is
· She carries herself confidently throughout the day and no longer needs constant supervision.
· She communicates through 2 word sentences and interacts well with everyone. She promptly responds to verbal instructions given by teachers.

· She can recognize fruits, vegetables, animals, size, shapes, basic colours etc. She can count objects upto10. She knows names of days of week, names of months etc orally.  

· She is now very active and participates actively in all activities and tries to lead other children of her class in outdoor activities.
· She is very attentive and happy child now and is aware of the time table and the activities she is supposed to do in each period and takes initiative on her own to do them. 

                                                     CASE STUDY - 3
NAME :       Shibu Mazumdar
AGE/SEX :  10yrs/male

Shibu was admitted to Sankalp 3 ½ yrs back. At that time-
1. He could eat and drink himself (but with spilling) but needed help for all other self help skills.

2. He had problem in running, climbing steps, throwing ball etc. His gross motor coordination was weak and slow and fine motor functions were also very weak.

3. He was communicating largely through actions. He could speak only 2-3 meaningful words but he wanted to interact with others so he tried to catch attention by producing noises and abnormal gestures.
4. He had no concept of size, shape and colours but was very clear about what he wanted and what he did not want. He was concious of things of his needs but did not pay attention to what he was asked to do. 
5. He had fleeting attention during table activities but he used to sit for an hour while watching TV.

DIAGNOSIS: MILD TO MODERATE MENTAL RETARDATION WITH
                       AUTISTIC TRAITS AND MOTOR DYPRAXIA.
     After 3 ½ years of training, Shibu is-

· He is capable of attending to his basic needs with slight support and supervision.
· Capable of running, climbing, jumping etc and plays freely on ground with other children. He can do paper tearing and pasting, colouring with brush, paper folding and wiping table etc. He can use scissors but his grip is not yet perfect.
· He has good understanding and comprehends small stories. He is enthusiastic and obeys instructions. He tries to vocalize but still cannot speak words.
· He has attained fair concept of size, shape, colours, numbers and can inter-relate things. He can trace over his name and can do matching of English alphabets in copy.  
· He can relate to people very well and has developed pleasant mannerisms now. 

· He still is easily distractible but takes keen interest in all the activities and participates enthusiastically. He follows the rules when in group.
