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Kamarhati, though not too distant from the main city, is a world apart. The mention of Kamarhati,
essentially brings in the image of the serpentine bylanes, chock-a-block with buildings with tiny rooms
and overcrowded accommodations. Kamarhati is also popularly identified as an industrial zone with
a presence of a good number of factories and production units (Jute Mills). Many of the families
members are working in these factories. A walk down the lanes and alleys is an arduous task;
overflowing vats and the odour emanating from the filth stays on for quite some time. People here
have learnt to cohabit with poor hygiene, inadequate nutrition, incidences of child labour and early
marriage, gender disparity, to name a few and be accustomed to these. Large family size coupled with
insufficient earning does not make their life any easy. In the heart of this crammed locality,
INSPIRATION has been making its presence felt through education, for the past 14 years. It has been
working ceaselessly- with the help of some extremely resourceful and efficient locals who believe in
INSPIRATION- to bring back dropouts to mainstream education.
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There are One hundred and forty-one (141) children from classes V to XI, whom Me reach out directly
through the SATHI for Education Support centres. The six (6) education centres are operated from
local clubs for 3 hours a day and 5 days in a week. The children are primarily first generation learners
where most of the parents earn their living from tailoring, cooking, working in the factory, etc.
Needless to say, none of their occupations are secure enough to run a household or ensure the
education of their children. This programme has been able to make children more or less regular in
schools by inculcating the school going habit among them as well as through academic preparedness.
For this, the organization has undertaken an intensive backup support in line with the school
curriculum and learning skill enhancing programme. Back up support helps the children to cope with
classroom teaching and perform better while enhanced learning skills (reading, writing and
computation skills) helps improve the quality of education.

This year (2020) 15 Nos. of Students (Bengali — 7 and Urdu 7) passed Madhyamik examination. This
batch is our biggest batch from the beginning of the programme. All of students belong very much
poor and underprivileged family. Maximum of the students studied our Centre last 10 to 11 years.
Study continuation is the biggest challenges of these students. INSPIRATION team strongly hold them
for continuing the study. INSPIRATION think that at least they have to pass Madhyamik. Always
INSPIRATION team with them as per their limitation.

Our brilliant student Md. Saheban is a child labour. He got 90% marks. His father is a seek person
from last 5 years. His mother is a domestic helper. He has a sister, who is studying our Centre.
Mother’s income is not sufficient that is why he is working different field very poor amount. Which
is helped to his family. He said he wants to continue his job with his study in upper class. Now he
has no job for Lockdown. It is a big issue for him to continue the financially support to his family.

Few of our students may not be continue their higher-class study. Because their parents now jobless
for Lockdown. Daily expenses for daily food is now a big challenge of these families. Most of the
students are doing sibling care, cooking for families, helping to their mother as a domestic helper
etc. etc..

Finally INSPIRATION team proud of them.
