Objectives of my stay at sita school.
I have some experience in puvidham but still I am  not good at writing reports. I am trying my best to give you an idea of my objectives at sita school. I’m listing the objectives and will give the details of how I’m going to work towards them.

Objectives:

1. The History of Sita school.

Before I go on to  anything I would like to know a little bit of the school’s history. When it started, what was the motive to start the school. There will be a lot of reason to start school. And also there will be many problems while running a school.  Have they registered the school? Any problem in the process of registering the school? How did they select the place? Any projects other than education? 
2. The objectives of Sita school.

Finding out the idealogy of sita school?  What do they want to achieve through their way of schooling the children? Since the school started how many children have passed out and are the teachers and founders seeing that their schooling in sita school has made them different? How is their relationship now with the school?

3. The specialty about Sita school.

Everybody have their own ideas and own experience about their school. What do the founders and teachers take as their strong point? Like wise what are the alternative methods of teaching and any special activities which were developed in Sita school from the past experience ? 

4. Asha's role in Sita school.

When did Asha start to support  Sita school? Which expenses are covered by   Asha? Any steps Asha has taken to understand and improve the situation at any stage? Any resource persons sponsored by Asha? What kind of input does sita school need from asha?  

5. The childrens view.

Discussions with the sita school children to learn about their everyday activity. What do they expect from Sita school? How much of the methodology has reached the students? Is there any role model of sita school? Has sita school made any change in the children’s attitudes? 

6. The teachers view.

How many teachers so for practiced at Sita? The present teachers individual opinion about the methodology and how far it has reached the teachers? Was there any change with in them after joining at the school? 

7. The parents view.

Why did they put their children in Sita school? What do they find interesting at Sita school? Is there any change in their children after joining at Sita school? What more do they expect from the school?  

8. The neighbors view.

What is the feed back from the neighbors about Sita school?  How is the relationship between the local people and the school?  Apart from the school activities does Sita school take up any social issues ?

9. My own growth.

I  do not have any experience on reporting. This will be a good challenge for  me to take up and learn to report. I will observe the school activities and see where I can share  my past experience like organic farming or administrative input if there is a  need. 

How to achieve the above said objectives?
1.The History of Sita school- I can talk with Jane and the older teachers to know the beginning of the school. The difficulties which they had while starting. Why they decided on that particular place? What motivated them to start their school? When they got confident that their work was in the correct direction? Any incidents? Events? How children in the beginning? Where are their first pass outs and how is their relationship with Sita school? Where are the teachers who have left from Sita school and are they using anything that they learnt in Sita school? How they reached their present method of teaching? The process by which they evaluate their children. I will also go through their annual reports and any other written documents to clarify myself.
 2. The objectives of Sita school—I want to find out what Sita school wants to            give to the children. What ways they work towards their goal? This I can find only by spending time in the school and participating in the day to day activities. By talking to the teachers and the founding persons. Interacting with the children .
3. The specialty about Sita school. – The specialty can be in the environment or in the methodology. Any crafts, artwork, teaching learning materials or teacher training or even administration  method. This can be done by observation of activities and discussion with all the people at sita school. 
4. Asha's role in Sita school –I can find by learning the history of sita school. I can talk with the present person working from Asha with Sita school. And by talking to the founders of the school and the long time administrators. 
5. The childrens view- I will spend time with individual children specially the poor students and the very good students. That way I will get a best and average picture of how effective the methodology is. I will try to meet the pass outs and would like to talk with them to find out how their time at sita school has helped them to do better in life.   
6. The teachers view—I will spend time with the teachers and find out what they feel about the activities at Sita school. Has it made any impact in their attitude to teaching?  How do they think they can further improve their work? Do they need any inputs, any trainings?

 7. The parents view—By meeting with the parents of individual children, I will be able to know their impression of the school and their expectations. I will also try to find out if they are understanding the usefulness of the special methods used in the school. 
8. The neighbor’s view—By visiting the neighbor’s I would like to know if they are feeling good about the schools presence. If they look at it with pride. Or if they feel it is a trouble? Has the school made any difference in the environment? 
9. My own growth—I feel that this will be an opportunity for me to check my own level of understanding. To improve my English and reporting skills. I am fairly familiar with the computer but I can learn more presentation techniques . I will be able to improve on my skills of keeping records.   
All the above mentioned objectives can be achieved by spending time at Sita school, talking with Jane, the teachers, the children, parents and the neighbors. And by 

observations and taking part in the school activities.
Reports.

The documents and reports can be typed and power point presentation can be made. A report can be sent to Asha banglore chapter once a week  if I am able to avail with the computer. I can also present my experience when I meet the Asha people at banglore meeting.
