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This year unusual cold weather persisted for 4 months at Chennai. As our children are used to hot, hotter and hottest weather only, they developed frequent lung problems. So more funds were diverted for their medical chek-ups and medicines.
 
More product orders were received. But due to long and frequent power cuts we found it difficult to complete the orders in time. Since invertors are not suitable for powered sewing machines, we invested a generator set spending about Rs.46,000.00. This helped us a great extent today to complete orders on time.
 
Our school children participated in dance competition and won 2nd prize.
 
Our Frame door-mats are appreciated very much and frequent orders are received. More frames were made as more children need them and each child finishes the door-mat according to its ability.
 
As sanctioned funds were not received on time and 2 more temporary staff were appointed to manage the training of our children in vocational skills. It was an uphill task to meet the recurrent expenses.
 
19th Annual day was celebrated with fun and fare in April on good Friday.
 
One of the trustee who was abroad has returned to India and handling day-to-day activities of Gnanadeepam and planning new projects for the year 2012-2013.
