Dear Sunil,

Best Wishes to you and all your associates at  ASHA Seattle Chapter. 

I am extremely sorry for my delayed communication to you and others at ASHA. Despite my delayed communications many a time you were good enough to extend all the support both financial and moral in settlement of the land issue and running the school with out which the students in the habitation whose parents are illiterates w2ould have suffered affecting their educational prospects. I am extremely grateful for the continuous patronize you have been extending for the acquisition of the needed infracture of the school and purchase of a good computer.

The delay the communication with you was purely due to my promotion as a Deputy Civil Surgeon and posting to community health center, Chinna Gottigallu at a distance of 50 KM from Tirupathi. As the head of the institution my responsibilities increased many folds to effectively supervise the hospital which consumed all my attention. Further as the place is almost remote area bereft by basic amenities I had to commute everyday from Tirupathi to attend to my duties causing stain physically and mentally from dawn to dusk. I feel it is a good place to serve the people. 

As it is a promotion the service conditions do not  permit to apply for leave often and the Head of the Institution I am expected to supervise the functioning of the seven Medical Officers and other Para Medical staff. Who have got to be instructed and guided day in day out for extending efficient medical care to the patients in the O.P and antenatal, postnatal checkups including deliveries and postmortem. The strenuous were affected my health and increased my uncontrolled my sugar levels. Despite I have been continuously monitoring the school and other activities of the school.

I have appraised my problems to my higher-ups and applied for leave for 2 months from 01-10-2008 to 30-11-2008 by keeping another medical officer in charge of the hospital and find some breathing time to concentrate on the activities happening in the V.S.S.Puram.

Thanks to the employment guarantee scheme launched in to the District. I have approached the previous collector and got the program sanctioned Rs.20,00,000/- for the benefit of the settlers for the development of their lands and for plantation of Mango orchards. In the Lands assigned after a long struggle for 20 years. The program ran in to trouble in its implementation as it is being implemented by the Field assistant, Technical Assistant and Program Officer. These three implementing agency recommended and appointed by the local MLA and swallowed 50% of the sanction amount with the intention to stall the development of the recently distributed assigned lands.

I have also met the present new Collector and appraised him this matter and he promised to have a an enquiry made in this matter.

With regards to the results of the students, 7th class public examinations are done away with for the 10th class public examination, 19 candidates were appeared for the examination, out of which, 12 secured First Class, 3 secured Second, 3 secured Third and One Candidate failed in Telugu language only.

 A Schedule Tribe student by name  P. Babu, who has no father secured highest marks (532) and stud FIRST in the School among the ST students was selected for the admission in  IIIT  in  Rajiv Gandhi University of Knowledge and Technology.  The Government of Andhra Pradesh has established 3 colleges in Andhra Pradesh, one at Basara (Adilabad District), another at Rajiv Gandhi Valley (Kadapa District) and another at Nuzivedu (Krishna District). These three colleges are under the control of Rajiv Gandhi University. The whole expenses both residential, food, books, laptop and other expenses are borne by the Government.   Mr. Babu was selected at Nuzivedu IIT College. But every student has to pay Rs.20,000/- Admission fees irrespective of caste. But P.Babu could not pay even thousand rupees , we met the Collector and explained about his condition the Collector was kind enough to arrange Rs.20,000/- rupees for the above purpose. The details of the Rajiv Gandhi University of Knowledge and Technology can see in www.rgukt.in. Another student also got 506 is also eligible for selection, but only one student will be selected in one school. The remaining students some of the students who got good marks were joined in Corporate Colleges with the help of the District Collector under Prajwala Scheme and others were joined in Government Colleges were they can get scholarships and other facilities. Our Teachers and clerks taking interest   in getting application forms for the college, caste, income, and nativity certificates etc which were necessary for the admitted the students in the colleges.

But the  other two girls (B. Radhika, B. Rekha) who belong to BC secured 482 and 489 marks respectively, were reluctant to join any colleges has their father have two wife’s and they being the issues of his first wife was not interested for her further education inspite of our repeated counseling they bluntly refused to do so.

One more girl M.Radha belongs to BC who secured 394 marks was also refused by their parents to join intermediate course for the peculiar customs.
