Enrollment
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The school is now an amazing 226 students strong as of January 2004. The students are drawn form a large region from Cuttack, Jagatsinghpur and Puri Districts. A majority of the students are from the poorest families in an area of Orissa frequently affected by cyclones, floods, and neglect by local governments.

The ratio of girl to boy is still slightly unbalanced due to lack of interest of families to educate girls, but we are actively trying to lessen that gap as the reputation of the school increases.
