      Currently she is studying B.Com 2nd year in Stella Maris College, Chennai in    

 English Medium. She is 20 years old. She scored 77.6% in 10th grade and 74% in 12th grade studied in St. Joseph’s Girls Higher Sec. School, Chennai -112. She is residing in Puliyanthopu High Road, Chennai -12. This area is very poor health environment conditions and frequently some bad incidents happening like murder, suiside and other local problems. Nalamdana has supported her from 2000-2001. Her father studied up till 8th grade and her mother up till 10th grade. Her father works as a Coolie and drunker. Her mother is housewife. She has one elder brother doing lamination work and elder sister gives training for TNPSC Exam. The monthly income is Rs. 2,000/-. She participates all summer coaching classes without fail. She has stood second in shot put and long jump in school sports. Her aim is to become a teacher because to help the poor by educating them without any fee. Her hobbies are teaching dance and playing games. She has conducted summer camp including sports day, street theatre program by his locality children and people. She owned the Nalamdana community service award for her community service in 2001-2002. We interviewed her in Nalamdana student’s program promo film. She is supporting by one of our Trustee through Nalamdana.

2. Ms. Revathy- age 16 years is in 12th grade in St. Theresa Girls Higher secondary School, Pallavaram. Has been supported from 2000-2001. She lives in Pammal- an area on the southern urban limits of Chennai. Father was working in a leather (raw material processing stage) when we found her through our advt. Now the father has lost his job as he has some ailment in his hands. (Harmful effects of the chemical used- on unprotected hands.) Mother is a housewife. Revathy has a brother three years younger to her, in school. Family income was Rs.2000/. She has scored an aggregate of 80.6% in her last final exam. She studies in an English medium school. Has learnt Hindi as an additional language- passing the three levels privately. She falls sick frequently, probably due to poor nutrition. Mother does part-time domestic work to help out. Revathy attends our sessions during holidays. She has stood second in her school at an All India General Knowledge competition- as she has given a copy of this certificate in 2001.

3. Mr. Karthikraj – age 16 years. Studying in 12th grade in Ramakrishna Vidyaniketan (higher secondary school)- English medium, maintained by the NGO “Udavum Karangal.” Which is in Tiruverkadu- a suburb of Chennai. He also came to us through the advt. We put in the Tamil paper. Nalamdana has supported him from 2000-2001. Karthikraj lives with his mother, having no support from his father- who may be estranged. His uncle (father’s brother) is his guardian. Mother is a housewife, guardian works as a clerk in a brick chamber (kiln). Family income is listed as Rs.2500/m. He is a bright student, scoring 90.6% aggregate in his last final exam. He is a keen karate student, (black belt) attending some local classes. He has demonstrated his skills in our annual student function. Has a younger sister in school. He has stood second in a school elocution competition. He attends all the special sessions and activities with great interest.

4. Ms. Shobana B. Navanikar

She is 17 years old, studying 12th grade in Vyasa Vidyalaya Matriculation Higher Sec. School, Chennai-91. It is an English medium school. She is staying at Adambakkam in Ch-88. She scored 82.36% in 10th grade. He has been receiving the scholarship from 1999-2000. Nalamdana has supporting her fifth year education. Her track record is very much satisfactory. Her father is working as a Supervisor frequently falls in sick and her mother is housewife. The family income is Rs. 2,500/- per month. She has one younger brother and younger sister who are studying in school. Her aim is to become an IAS officer. Her hobbies are reading books and watching T.V. She attends all summer coaching classes. She has been conducting summer classes for her community children in summer holidays. She woned the Nalamdana Community Service award. Is currently doing his 11th grade and is receiving scholarship for the past 3 years from 2001-2002. He has secured 52% in 10th grade. He is currently doing his 12th grade of study in a Tamil medium school named MCN Higher Secondary School, Chennai-17. He lives at S.P.garden, T.Nagar, Chennai-17 where Nalamdana is running adolescent program in the past one year. He is helping us whenever we have program in his area. He has been the recipient of our scholarship for the past 3 years from 2001-2002. He aspires to become an fire fighter by joining the fire service. He is 17 year old and his father is a painter who has finished up till 8th grade. His mother is a housewife who has completed 5th grade in her studies. He has an elder brother and a younger sister. The family monthly income is Rs 2,000/-. He is interested in acting and volunteer service through Nalamdana.

9. Ms. Bhagyaseeli 

She studies 10th grade at Tamil medium YMCA boys Town Higher Secondary School that located near by Nalamdana office. She has a scored 96% in the 9th grade. She is 15 years of age and stays at Mettukuppam, Chennai-96. Her father has educated and works as a coolie and her mother who has completed 7th grade is not employed. She has a sister and a brother both younger than her are studying 8th and 9th grade respectively. She wants to become a teacher in her future. The monthly income of her family is Rs1200/-. She is interested in participating “Essay Writing” competition and she owned prizes in this event at school levels. Receiving the scholarship from 2002-2003 through Nalamdana.

She has been receiving scholarship for the past two years from 2002-2003. She is currently doing her 10th grade and secured 90% in last year final exams.
