Location (village/town):
The location of the organization is in Nandakumarpur village of Nandakumarpur Gram Panchayat in Sunderbans region under Mathurapur-II Block in South 24 Parganas district of West Bengal, India. 
The present project ‘Natun Alo’, a residential Child Labour School (Abasik Sishu Sramik Vidyalaya) is also located in the Nandakumarpur village. The village is about 85 km towards south from the district headquarters Alipore, 15 km from Mathurapur-II Block and 82 KM from the state capital Kolkata. 

Description of area: 
Despite being the habitat for rich natural beauty of flora and fauna in the Sunderbans located in South 24 Parganas people are living in extremely vulnerable condition. They continued to be deprived in many respect e.g. education & health care facilities, livelihood, mode of communication, civic amenities like road connectivity, electricity etc. Besides; the entire Sunderbans region is very much prone to natural calamities like tidal surge, breach of river embankments, cyclone, flood etc. The inhabitants here mostly live in abject poverty and struggle for survival by combating natural calamity. People live in the region are mostly depend on mono-crop agriculture owing to lack of irrigation opportunity. Fertility of the soil in this is low caused by high salinity due to physical proximity to the Bay of Bengal. As alternative source of earning, many have to depend on fishing in deep sea or honey harvesting in deep forest leaving behind their family and children whose basic education often remains neglected. Inhabitants strive in deplorable conditions in unsafe village huts and work mostly as casual wage earners, domestic help etc. and sometimes forced to migrate in the metropolitan cities or nearby areas to work as a factory labour, porter, go-down worker. As a result, the parents are forced to leave their children at home all the day. It is generally seen that the grandparents take care of the children. So, the children are deprived of love, care and affection of the parents. In many cases the parents are grossly unaware about the importance of education and most children are either not enrolled in formal education and/ or those who are enrolled, often dropped-out from the system. Thus, most of these children are without any education and forced to support their families due to the poor and vulnerable conditions of the families and often find them working in tea-stalls, roadside hotels, etc.

· Standard Taught: It was found that most of the enrolled wards either never attended school or was dropped out for getting into earning activities and are mostly first generation learners. 33 wards range from Standard I to Standard VIII. Only 1 ward though continue to stay in the Residential Home but got promoted to Class IX and was admitted to the nearby Govt. High School.

Economic background of the parents of the children:  
Parents of all enrolled children in the ‘Residential Child Labour School’ under ‘Natun Alo’ are poverty stricken and live a lesser fortunate life to support their children in continuing education. Rather, as observed and found all of them make their children involved either directly in earning activities or in sharing hands at their own job to increase earning and support better sustenance. Some of the family members of the enrolled wards from the close village areas are involved in cultivation as agricultural labourers, all as daily wagers. Though, owing to lack of irrigation opportunity and low fertility of soil caused by high salinity due to close proximity of the Sea - Bay of Bengal, cultivation here is mono-crop. Also some of the family members are involved in fishing in deep sea, daily wagers in city or town areas or as domestic help etc. It was observed that many of the families migrate seasonally to the city from their village or industrial areas to work as daily wage labourers. A section of the Parents sustain their families by running small eateries/ tea vending or even by driving auto rickshaws.    Education of children thus remains neglected due to abject poverty and also sometimes lack of awareness among the parents.    

Distance of homes of the children: 
The children of the centre are coming from different parts of the West Bengal State. They normally referred by the SHGs, Gram Panchayats, Block administration/BSD and CHILDLINE.
School located in Rural/ Urban Area? 

As mentioned earlier the Residential Child Labour School ‘Natun Alo’ is located in the Rural Area namely Nandakumarpur village under Nandakumarpur Gram Panchayat of Mathurapur II administrative block of South 24 Parganas District in West Bengal.

A. Progress of the Programme

Progress of the school during the period from June-October’18
As observed during the period from June’18 - Oct’18, the boys of the ‘Natun Alo’ are consistently improving by all means. For formal education, they continued attending classes at our Model School ‘Kishalaya Sishu Siksha Niketan’ and improving remarkably in being attentive and regular in the classes taken. They are gradually improving in all subjects taught and regularly carrying out with subject specific homework assigned. It was observed that some of the boys are excelling in their subject wise project work given. The appreciations made by the teachers inspiring all others who are little weaker in different subjects to improve and perform better.

As mentioned in the Monthly Report of August’18 the Second Term of Half Yearly Exam is complete and result published in September’18. It has been observed that all the enrolled boys have bettered in the Second Term compared to the First Term. Majority of the enrolled wards scored above 60%. A notable section of the enrolled boys have scored above 75 percent marks in the Half Yearly Exam. Thus some are awarded Grade A+ while some could attain B grade.  It is observed that habit of reading books thoroughly and inquisitive minds of the boys is improving gradually.  
The boys are gaining confidence by gradual improvement and excelling in the subject wise Project Works assigned. Appreciation by the Teachers has proved to be successful in encouraging boys and subsequently putting effort for improving in future. Thus, all the wards gradually developing interest and inclination to studies. 
Some of the boys are notably good in painting, art & crafts etc. They also displayed their drawn pictures/ sketches in the premises of the School and received applaud from other students and teachers.  

The school remained successful in creating interest on Sports among the wards. A number of pupils displayed their special interest in outdoor sports like Football, Gymnastics etc. Special mentions need to be made in this regard. Chandan Naiya, Shambhu Naskar & Maheswar Bar all studying in Standard VI and Subhajit Singha & Dip Mistry both of Standard VIII are remarkably good in Football. A boy of Standard IV Shashthi Naskar has special interest in Gymnastics. 
Over all as observed the wards enrolled in ‘Natun Alo’ overall has improved in education, behavioral aspects, communication, gaining confidence, aspiring for brighter future etc. during the period between June’18 to October’18. 

Improvement of the school during the period from June-October’18:
Efforts for providing a better care continued during the period from June-October’18. The arrangements of residential home with respect to furnishing, cleaning and maintenance, has been improved. A hall exclusively meant for prayer and meditation has been created. Sanitation Facility, Running Water facility has been bettered during this period. 

A House Mother has been deployed to provide better and motherly care to the wards. She continues to pay attention to the needs of all individual wards. She along with the help of Superintendent remained successful to infuse discipline, value and interest to studies among the wards  
Potential recommendation of the pupils for Asha scholarships

Gourav Halder a boy of 14 Years was successful in completing Standard VIII at the School and got admitted to the nearby located ‘Nandakumarpur Uchchatara Vidyalaya’ (a Govt. Higher Secondary School) for studying in Standard IX. However, since he has no place to stay comfortably secure and continue study he still remained a ward of the Residential Home. It may be of great help if he can be further supported for School Uniform, Books and other allied education materials to continue his education. May be an amount of INR 3000.00 per month would be of great support. 

Information about the pupils who join the governmental school
As mentioned earlier Gourav Halder completed Standard VIII and got admitted to Standard IX for further study in the nearby located Higher Secondary School.
Problems we faced during the period from June-October’18:
· In model school there is computer lab with limited no. of computers. The children cannot spend in the computer lab beyond the school hours. Support required for Computer Lab exclusively meant for the Children under ‘Natun Alo’. 

· Most of the children are interested in art & craft (Painting, making clay materials). Support needed to deploy a teacher for art & craft exclusively. 

· The resident boys love to watch the various TV show like Cricket, Football, Cartoons etc. But since we don’t have this facility in our centre we couldn’t afford it to them. 
· Due to different age groups of children and as such; their interests are also different.  Need more sports materials/equipment. Support needed for play materials 
· Staff involved in management of the Home needs some exposure visit and orientation/ refresher training, without which the Home Management becomes a mundane task with slog.   
How would you rate the overall effectiveness of this project during the period from June-October’18?
Living a life at others mercy is never could be an aspiration for sensible people who have self esteem. Everybody wants to live with dignity and self reliance. The project continued to prove instill confidence, support and encouragement for a proper nourishing growth and self esteem for the children of lesser fortune. Discipline, Education and practicing a value oriented life style mentored with care and love through this project continued during the period of June-October’18 also. 
The boys now became more disciplined both in residential premises and school campus. They are following the daily routine and punctuality in their daily routine activity. They started enjoying the Prayer Sessions under the supervision of Superintendent and House Mother.

The boys are now practicing hygiene in their daily life activities. They wash hands properly after defecation and before taking food.  They wash their garments and other clothes regularly. Now they became habituated in clean ambience within classes, residence, toilets, campus maintained by them. 

Now, it is evident that the boys are progressing in education and understanding of life with dignity by nurturing knowledge, creativity and discipline. They demonstrated their progress not only in formal education with subject oriented studies but also through developing creativity and shaping of mind.  Their results in second terminal examination bettered from the previous one. Appreciations and accomplishment has created a healthy competition to perform better in future days. It is now observed that gradually grown up habit of reading has encouraged them to continue with their studies. They now attend the classes more attentively. Learning computer and other allied activities also became a favorite task for them. It remained successful in elimination of their apprehensions and inhibitions in reading books, drawing, building newer concepts in Project Works and created a sense of solidarity of being educated for a brighter tomorrow.

Please give examples of activities at the project during the period from June-October’18.  Please give details.
The daily activities as given earlier with the scheduled routine continued during the period from June – Octobert’18.  All the Boys of ’Natun Alo’ were given special care for development and grooming of their personalities as well as through improvement in different subjects they are taught in School. The Superintendent of the school and House mother continued taking care in preparation of their studies and taking effort to meet their other needs. Besides, they were also given training in Art & Craft once a week. Individually all the enrolled boys were helped and cared through mentoring in Studies and encouraging them in Sports. For a good physical and mental health the boys were provided necessary support in outdoor games. Almost all boys spend quality time in play ground regularly.

During the period from June – October’18 necessary nutrition continued to be provided for normal growth and physical development through foods during breakfast, lunch, evening Tiffin and dinner on regular basis.  
They were provided necessary health services at the Rural Hospital run by our organisation namely ‘Swarnalata Sabuj Seva Sadan’ (Health centre, run by Sabuj Sangha) as and when required. Monthly health checkups were also made to maintain a proper health records and also for avoiding any health hazard.  All the enrolled boys were provided an Individual Health Card for supporting immediate access to health facilities in the time of need.  
Education support & learning materials like exercise books, pen, pencil, eraser, project books, colors, etc. were provided as per requirement during this period.  
Besides the formal education imparted the boys were also taught different aspects of Gardening and trained with in-field practice to evoke interest among them and having better knowledge. The boys learnt different techniques of gardening and cultivation starting from preparing the field, sowing seeds and planting new saplings, watering, nurturing etc. At present they are busy for the coming winter harvest. All individual boys were paired in a Team of Two and respectively all teams were designated with an individual plots to keep distinctions for better observation and care. This has created a higher level of enthusiasm among them in retaining their continuous attention in preparing their own designated plot for varied range of vegetable production. This has also generated a healthy competition and evoked new creative ideas in gardening. This system has also helped bridging better communications with teachers. The responsible teacher for the Gardening has also made them spontaneous for sharing and discussing.   
Birthdays of the enrolled wards were celebrated to boost their morale and infuse a sense joy as distinct individuals.

It would be of great help if ‘Asha for Education’ continues the support till the individual enrolled boys complete their education at least till Standard XII (10+2). 
Also it is highly important to make provisions for support and guidance to those who have completed Standard XII. We continued assessing the areas of interest and aptitude of all enrolled boys during the period from Jun’18- October’18. Thus following the results of our assessments we like continuing support and guidance so that all enrolled boys could get an opportunity in pursuing a better option of earnings with their developed skill. 

It is observed that there is a section of the enrolled boys who are more inclined to Skill Development and have aptitude for Technical or Mechanical solutions. It would be greatly encouraging if ‘Asha for Education’ can support those Boys to have Vocational Training Certification for acquiring Technical Skill.  
We intend to continue our efforts in making the school under ‘Natun Alo’ a model centre for the regions which are prone to produce child labour every year. Thus, we still strive to transform our ‘Residential Child Labor School’ into a Centre for Excellence which would cater all supports to the less fortunate children till they attain a life of dignity and self sustenance. We endeavour all our efforts to induce value education to the enrolled children to make them grow as a complete human being & citizen with high moral character and responsibility. 
We aspire for a continued partnership with ‘Asha for Education’ in order to continue this noble mission. Since the area where the ‘Residential Child Labor School’ ‘Natun Alo’ located is highly affected with miserable poverty and very much prone to Child Labour we like to see our partnership moving ahead to reach more children out of this vulnerability and strengthen their lives. 
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
