Odanadi Seva Samsthe’s WAH Proposal:

Frequently Asked Questions
Q1: Has construction of the rehab center started? (It looks like it has since Asha has already provided some funds for it). What is the total Remaining cost of the structure and when is the estimated completion date?


Yes, construction of the rehabilitation center has been started. A photograph of the Odanadi building (od_building.jpg) is available at 

http://groups.yahoo.com/group/TheRameshFiles/files/odanadi_wah2003/
Pictures of the plan (Plan3.jpg) and blueprint (blueprint.jpg) have also been posted. The photograph was taken in the first week of December. The current status is that the roof and walls have been built for 2 floors.


The total funds that have been raised so far are Rs. 21.5 lakhs and we require another 34 lakhs (excluding Architect and Contractor fee). The Govt. of India has promised another 12.5 lakhs that is expected to be released in the next year. The estimated completion date depends on the funding, but I estimate it to be around the April of next year.
Q2: Could you provide some more details as to the Government's involvement with this project, e.g. do they provide other support besides monetary. How much do they fund per year?


Besides providing monetary support (Rs. 25 lakhs for the building, of which Rs. 12.5 lakhs has been already handed), the Government has shown support through the police and administrative departments. There are always some police inspectors who accompany the Odanadi team when they crack down on the traffickers. In addition, the police stations from nearby regions, even those from across the state, often send rescued girls to Odanadi for rehabilitation. Recently, Odanadi was conferred the Republic Day Award, by the Government of Karnataka, in recognition of their work. Under the "Swadhar" scheme, the Government recently provided about Rs. 7.5 lakhs (will check the number) for the rehabilitation of the rescued girls. This money is to be used exclusively to hire counselors and to rehabilitate the girls. The opinion and experiences of ‘Odanadi’ related to the issue of trafficking and sexual exploitation are well taken by the state and central government in various policy-making processes.
Q3: How much money has already been raised for the construction and through what means?


The total estimate for the construction of the building is Rs. 64 lakhs (as per the original estimate). So far, funding has been raised from the following sources:

Asha - Cornell : 

Rs. 1 Lakh


Local Donations: 

Rs. 1.85 Lakhs


Asha – Silicon Valley:

In addition, outstanding funds of Rs.12.5 lakhs are expected from the funding from Govt. of India during next year. The Govt. of India allocated/promised a total of Rs. 25 lakhs.

Q4: How likely is it that the remainder of the funds will come in and through what sources?


We are looking for Rs. 15 lakhs through WAH. Odanadi is confident of raising the money from other organizations. Back in Aug 02, when Ramesh Dodamani first visited the project, they had only the foundation, and about Rs. 1.4 lakhs. Considering the progress so far this should be feasible.

Q5: How long has Asha supported this project (just adding up the years gives us 7 years, but is this 7 continuous years, or is there some overlap)?


Cornell has been supporting this project from 2000, while UIUC has supported the project for two years starting 2001. The Silicon Valley (2002), UC Irvine (2000) and Dallas (2003) chapters have supported Odanadi for a year each. The 7 years that have been counted is probably a sum total of the years supported by Cornell, UIUC, Dallas, Silicon Valley and UC Irvine. We are trying to get the details for each funding decisions.
Q6: How many girls/children have graduated/moved on from the school and what have they progressed to?


Sometimes, the parent wants to take away the resident child from Odanadi, as he/she may feel that he/she is capable of taking care of the child. This is usually because they have moved on to some other occupation or are in a better position. Of the rescued girls, some
· have continued their studies
· have taken up jobs after vocational training
· have gotten married if they are above 18
· have taken up self-employment

(Will get back with more details.)
Q7: What is the cultural training program? It seems to be a high-cost venture and I am not sure what the benefit/aim of it is.

Well-known experienced folk artists will be used to teach the children about the dances and delivering of the songs and dialogues. There will be many resource persons teaching different things. Children will be taught to play various traditional folk instruments. These programs are of song and dance type, as well as street dramas. To make the campaign effective and noticeable, the children will be dressed in traditional dresses (who will notice a group of children dressed in old clothes?). These dresses as well as the musical instruments cost money. (Will get details of the cost)

The main objective the campaign is to create awareness among the villagers about the burning issues like trafficking. The duration of the cultural campaign is about a week.  Three to four villages can be covered in a day. Approximately around 30 programs will be organized within a week time.  For this purpose a mini bus will be hired to cover a distance of 200 km per day. The above is one part of the total awareness program planned by Odanadi (based on funds available). Different strategies and available resources will be adopted to propagate the concept of anti-trafficking program and to awake the people against the traffickers. Wall paintings, discussions, posters, street plays, documentaries, rallies etc. will be planned as a part of awareness program.

The cost for the cultural training has to be viewed with the impact in mind. Unlike many other programs this is a wide reach, high impact campaign targeted at creating awareness
Q8: In what ways does reintegration of rescued girls happen? i.e. how well are they accepted, what do they do, what training is provided to them? How are social stigmas dealt with?

It provides details of the rehabilitation and reintegration procedure through counseling, support and follow-up.

Q9: What are the duties of the staff for whom salaries are requested under the WAH project?
The following persons will be in the team under WAH project.

a) Project Coordinator:

The main responsibility of the project coordinator is to co-ordinate the day-to-day operations of the program. He is in-charge of the project and responsible for its execution and maintain the finances. He supervises the work of the team and guides them on to the right track. 

b) Residential Supervisor:

The residential supervisor is an essential member of the team and she takes care of the children at Odanadi at the residential home and acts as the guardian. Her main responsibility is to look after the children and she acts as the liaison between the organization and the residential program. 

c) Cook:

The responsibility of the cook is to prepare food for the children thrice a day (breakfast + 2 lunch + evening snacks) and guest refreshment.

d) Accountant:
The accountant looks after the daily financial transactions and maintains the accounts and financial books. In addition, she is responsible for balancing the budget for the program.
e) Security person:

The target group of this project is girls rescued from vulnerable situations. During the daytime, the women staff is tied-up with taking care of the children and hence a security guard is necessary to keep vigil and guard the premises and prevent destructive elements from targeting the inmates and the project. 
f) Office assistant:

The office assistant renders support to the project coordinator in addition to assisting with the operations of the project.
Q10: How much support does Odanadi get from the State Police during the rescue operations? 

Odanadi gets very little support from the State Police. However, on the day of the raid, the Odanadi team takes a head constable or a Sub-inspector with them so that they see the traffickers being caught red-handed.

Q11: Why does not Odanadi leave the Police to handle rescue operations as well as exposing the trafficking networks? Wouldn’t Odanadi’s effort be better spent on improving the infrastructure and capabilities to serve more children?

If all Odanadi did was take care of the children, then they would have been yet another NFE and no different from many of the projects supported by Asha. They have taken up a cause which no other group or institution wants to handle. Bringing the traffickers to book is not a high priority for the police. If the police come across any case, then MAYBE they will take some action. But in most cases due to political connections, the culprits go unpunished. On the other hand, the hundreds of young girls who are forcibly pushed into prostitution are deprived of their right to live and justice, and they have no one to turn to. Here are a few examples:
Example 1: A guy by the name of Vishwa Sagar was running a residential school for boys and girls rescued from child labor. He was also the president of the Campaign Against Child Labor coalition in Karnataka. Odanadi came across a girl who was molested many times by Sagar and made pregnant and later forced to undergo an abortion. It was found that Sagar was doing this to a lot of girls in the school he was running for the past few years. Odanadi put in an enormous amount of effort in investigating and uncovering the facts in this case (costing more than Rs 30,000, funded by a few Asha and AID volunteers). Court cases were filed against him, the NHRC conducted an investigation, the state COD initiated an investigation, and a warrant was issued for his arrest. He absconded; the police couldn't trace him and were asking Odanadi to find him. The above coalition members, consisting of 50 NGOs woke up to the issue and are more vigilant to abuse of children in their organizations.
When Odanadi heard about the case they did not want to do anything (only) because they did not have the money. Had Odanadi stuck to serving the children, would an awareness as that created by this case possible?

Example 2: This is about a 13-year-old girl Pavitra who was in 9th class, and was married off as the second wife of a 25-year old who already had a child. The girl was very interested in studies, but neither the in-laws nor her parents wanted any of it. So she ran away from home, and was kidnapped by an unscrupulous couple (most likely to shipped off to a distant brothel). She escaped and was brought to Odanadi. Year’s back, her parents had tied her up in gunny bag and were going to drop her in a river, the reason being that she was a girl child. Somebody saved her, though. Anyway, later her parents and in-laws came to Odanadi and threatened the staff to release the girl. Since she was a minor girl, and did not want to go back home, she would not be sent unless her parents filed a case (of say kidnapping) against Odanadi. They wouldn't do that because they had married off a minor girl. The Deputy Commissioner of Mysore (who is the dist. magistrate) supported Odanadi and allowed the girl to stay with them. So her parents (who are dalits) spread false rumors and instigated the dalits in Mysore to threaten the people at Odanadi. About 150 people gathered at Odanadi with weapons and kerosene to kill the people and burn down the building. Parashu single-handedly resisted all of them. When the police were called, they came, but 8 hours later.

Pavitra now lives at Odanadi and caught up with the studies. Even though she missed several months of school, she has worked hard and is confident of passing the class this year. It would have been very easy for Odanadi to ignore this case and let Pavitra become one of the thousands of girls subjected to social injustice. But they didn't. Do you think they did the right thing?

Example 3: Lakshmi is a girl who was abused sexually by her brother since she was young. When she was a teenager, she became pregnant due to her brother's advances. Later the guy sold her off to an international gang involved in trafficking in Kerala. She was thus forced into prostitution. Odanadi later rescued her and caught her brother who was handed over to the police. The guy feigned sick and was hospitalized. But he escaped. He then would make anonymous calls to the girl at Odanadi and threaten her with dire consequences if she did not come to him. She was in constant fear of him. The Odanadi team was in constant lookout for him. So once when he called they trapped him. He later related how the girls were being lured from rural areas by postmen, telephone operators, police constables acting as agents. He was handed over to the COD in Bangalore for further investigation where he led to the network of people in the ring. The Odanadi team later apprehended the leader of the international gang in Kerala. But the police refused to cooperate, for the very same reason suggested above, that Odanadi stick to charity and get into police affairs. I don’t know where the gang leader is today, but if was let go, then he is merrily luring away more girls to be shipped off to the brothels in Kerala and the gulf countries.

Since the brother was caught, Lakshmi is very much relieved and a much happier girl. Is the life of one such girl Lakshmi, worth the effort that goes into it? There are lots of such cases, and many times the Odanadi team have put their lives at risk. That is the cause they have taken up and intend to continue working for. Do you still think they should stop?
Q12: How long does a typical rescue operation take and can you provide more details about the rescue operations?
The duration of travel during the rescue operation cannot be anticipated and specified.  Normally this operation covers a long distance with long working hours, which starts from the supply areas (from where girls are trafficked) and carries the operation on inter-state level including the demand areas of towns and metropolis.  An average of 15-20 days is required to conduct one rescue operation. Details of two rescue operations are provided in the appendix as examples.
The following are questions which were discussed at the Conference call. We are putting them for availability to everyone.
Raj, one of the reviewers, gave three reasons why this project nicely fits in to WAH: 
a) Special children

b) A number of Asha chapters have had past
 association with Odanadi 
c) A larger fraction of the amount of funds requested is for infrastructure.
Q13. Isn't Rs. 64 lakhs too much for supporting 25 rescued girls?
Ans : There are currently 23 rescued girls in 'Prayoga
 Patha'. However, the rehabilitation center has been designed to support a total of 100  girls/children.  So this amount is for building a center for 100 girls. Also, this group is a fluid one, girls leave after Odanadi succesfuly helps them reintegrate either through
a profession or through contact with their family. So, the infrastructure, which  is going to be good for about 20 years would impact a lot more people than the capacity
Q14. Provide an overview of the funding that has been
 received for the building construction.
Ans : We reviewed the list that Anirban has already sent in the FAQ document.
 Asha cornell gave the initial investment, Asha SV gave some money, and GOI gave 25 lakhs approved, out of which Rs. 12.5 Lakhs has been given. Currently they
 have raised 34 lakhs. Among the  Rs.30 lakhs that is needed, Odanadi has requested WAH  for Rs. 15 lakhs.

Q15. If Odanadi has already done this well with raising
 funds, maybe they can manage without WAH support. So,  wouldn't WAH funds be better spent on other projects?
ANS : No. All said and done Rs. 30 lakhs is a lot of money and Odanadi cannot expect to raise any more money from the Govt. of India. By requesting only half the necessary funds, they are putting a lot of pressure on themselves to find alternate sources and in the mean time demonstrate a confidence that they can raise these funds, But, if WAH does not fund them it is going to ve extremely hard for the to raise the funds and the rehabilitation center would be delayed. Even the current building for Prayoga  Patha had been built in 1995 through funding by CRY .
Q15 . How does Odanadi deal with transparency of funding sources? Specifically, does Odanadi disclose this  information to the women, children, local people &
 others that support Odanadi.
ANS : We agree to the suggestion of "active disclosure" by declaring the assets
 to the interested community to ensure transparency. As of now, the account books are open to the public and any peson who is interested can talk to any of the staff or
 volunteers and find out about the sources of income. So, Odanadi is very transparent about the funding sources.
Q16 . In the past, how have they managed to collect  recurring expenses for the rescue + trafficking operations.
ANS : They have raised these funds in various ways, a)  local donations  b) UNIFEM  c) Govt, under the Swadhar scheme.

 [We did not provide actual details of the
 funding amounts. Jai will  take the action item of
 including more information, esp the Swadhar scheme, in
 the FAQ document.]

Q17. How have they managed to raise fund for the educational expenses?
ANS : CRY funded them initially from 1995. After three  years they slowly pulled out due to lack of funds. Odanadi managed with funding from other sources, esp
 various Asha chapters.
Q18. In the examples that we have provided in the proposal and the FAQ, we mention of incidents were goondas and others have tried to attack the staff and
 inmates of Odanadi. How does Odanadi handle the security issues?

ANS : Odanadi has a security guard to handle such incursions. In addition, Parashu is a well-built guys who has in the past managed to single-handedly tackle
 such elements. Just goes on to show how brave these folks are in handling such situations.

Also Asha-SV has funded the construction of a compound wall(which is nearing completion) which will prevent incursions by unrulyelements. In addition, one of the activists Nagamani, who was beaten up by the policebadly during one of the earlier cases, that too when she was pregnant,is a brave woman who can challenge the goondas etc.
Q19. Raj made a comment that everyone in Asha should realise that,if we decide to fund, we will be funding a project that takes-on the system rather than playing
 a passive role. There is a possibilty that this mayresult in publicity for Asha where we are perceived as supporting a confrontational project, esp the rescue +
 anti-trafficking operation. He was also quick to add that he does not have a problem with this and he just feels that Odanadi is doing a good job, but wanted
 everyone in Asha to realise this.

ANS : We stated that, given the nature of the special children, organizations that work towards helping the trafficked girls would have to deal with this scenario. Vested interests would certainly attempt to cause trouble. So, Asha should not shy away from
 supporting such a project.
 Q20.  How good are they [government facilities] in the area? Are the children taking care of well ?

 Ans : We are not too sure how good the government agencies are.  The only govt facility that is available is the govt hospital in Mysore city, where the children are taken
when they get ill or need treatment. The facility is not bad. We will try to get information about the remand homes. 

 Q21. How does Odanadi get access to the girls rescued by the police from the brothels and held in the Govt. detention center?

 Ans: We do not have any direct knowledge of this.  We know that Odanadi is well known among police sources, both  in Karnataka and other parts of India. Probably this helps them keep in touch with the rescued girls in the remand homes . Often the girls themselves express interest in talking to and taking shelter with Odanadi . One example is given in the project document in which one of the rescued girls, kept in the Govt detention center had a very emotional counselling center with  an Odanadi volunteer . After that, Odanadi has been pleading with the judiciary and the Human Rights Commission in the area to consider her case with sympathy and get her released . They have had positive responses .

Actually Odanadi does not go directly to get the rescued girls from the
detention centers unless they feel that the girls are unjustly held or
sufficient due-diligence is done by the police. Usually it the police and
the govt that send the girls to Odanadi to be rehabilitated/temporarily
housed. This includes the police/govt from other states.


 Q22. Is Odanadi well known throughout India or
 Karnataka?

 Ans :
 There have also been instances were police from Bombay and Delhi have
 contacted Odanadi about rescued girls. There are press clippings on the Odanadi web page(http://www.geocities.com/odanadisevatrust/clpindex.html) of such a rescue operation.

Addition : Yes, they are well known among the NGOs, Police and govt in Karnataka as
well as in other states. Every year, a IPS officers, people from international relief organizations, govt officers visit Odanadi to understand the issues of trafficking as well
as the work being done by Odanadi.

 Q23 . What happens to the women that have been rescued by
 Odanadi? How long do they stay in Odanadi and what
 after that?

 Ans: Odanadi treats the women on a case-by-case basis. Rescued girls are provided counseling and if possible reintegrated with their family. Otherwise, based on
 their interest they are provided vocational training. For example, two women were given beautician training and are currently working in beauty parlors. There are at least 20 girls
who have been taught weaving and chosen that as a profession. In all more than 350 women have been rehabilitated . Odanadi uses its contacts to provide economic rehabilitation for other women.

 Q24. How would Odanadi raise the recurring expenses
 after the end of the 'one year support' from WAH?

 Ans: If the infrastructure expenses are taken care of they have less of a worry in raising funds. They would  typically try to raise these funds from various
 organizations, including Asha. Odanadi have also recently instituted a 'Your Odanadi' (Support a Child) program & 'Odanadi  Nidhi' and Odanadi Fellow (corpus fund) aimed towards self-sufficiency. We would also assume that the Asha chapters would continue to provide some funding in the future years. Ramesh Dodamani is actively looking into making Odanadi a "Asha-Star" project. 

 Q25. If they already have a 'Support a Child' program,
 why has this not been excluded from the budget?

 Ans: Because, they have only recently instituted this program and have not managed to raise funds from this program, yet.

 Q26. Are any Asha chapters considering to fund under  'Support a Child' program. In the future, would any of these Asha chapters be willing to step in if some of
 the donors of the 'Support a Child' program pull out  of the funding.

 Ans: Asha Dallas has not discussed this issue. Asha Cornell has already discussed this and they are seriously considering this scheme and will make a decision after the WAH funding. If donors pull out of the program in the future, depending on a case-by-case
 basis Asha chapters could consider to pitch in.

Appendix: Sample Rescue Operations 
Example 1: Trafficking network involved in flesh trade

On 12.08.2002, after four months of hard work and through a pre-planned operation Odanadi was able to expose a high-tech trafficking network involved in prostitution across the state.  The group headed by a brothel owner, Choodamani alias “mobile-Choodamani” (graduated from Mysore University) and one Mariswamy, an employee of Vikrant Tyres, Mysore was caught red-handed. Two minor girls – Sheela, a Lambani girl from a remote village of Raichur and Madhu of Satanur, Mandya District were rescued during the operation. This particular group seemed to be a well-connected and devious group using cell-phones for communicaions. They were also being backed by lot of muscle power and political clout.  


Choodamani, popularly known as ‘Mobile Choodamani’ (aged 43 years), has been  leading her own gang for 12 years in supplying girls for sex-trade and domestic-slavery. Her husband was an employee in the health department. After deserting him due to a family dispute, she started living with Mariswamy, alias Swamy (46 years) who was working in Vikrant Tyres, undertaken by the Government of Karnataka. It is has been revealed in subsequent investigations that this couple had links to  the film industry and used these connections to lure the girls into the sextrade-network. Choodamani is well-educated, having graduated in 1979 (matriculation ?) and is well-versed in a couple of languages including English.  In order to protect themselves, this couple used to move around very frequently and set up new brothels at different places. Mariswamy, who also served as the Joint Secretary of Vikrant Tyres Employees Union, also used to force these girls into sex as bribery for his political motives . 

Modus Operandi:


The network created by this couple was a highly profitable and organized one that stretched extended across the state to other metropolitan cities. As an instance, we found a Lambani minor girl from a village in Raichur being dressed up as a convent-schoolgirl and earning Rs 5000-10,000 from each customer for her “Madam”. During the operation it was found that the couple had informers and assistants who were organized in village-level, district-level and for the cities and towns. We strongly suspect that they have informers from the tribal communities also. Unlike the other brothel-owners, Choodamani used to provide the girls with good food, liquor, medicine and clothing so as to be able to keep her business flourishing. Most of the girls she employed were either orphans or were facing problems of seperated parents. They used to bring these girls to Bangalore and Mysore by promising them good jobs or a career in the film industry. Another typical feature of this couple was that they used to keep each girl in their brotherl for only a few months before selling them off to  other sex-traders in other red-light areas.
The rate charged by each girl really depended on the how affluent each customer was. The minimum rate charged was Rs. 5000 . Most of the customers were from the local business community. One rescued girl told the activists that she used to charge Rs 10,000 from a non-local customer and upto Rs 15,000 from foreigners. The investment on each girl was meagre compared to the amount of profits that they used to bring in. They were used merely as instruments in this whole transaction. One particularly horrifying instance of the inhumanity perpetrated is illustrated by the fact that Choodamani used hormone injections and other medicines to boost the physical growth of her girls, thus making them more attractive to the customers.  10% of their earnings was used for their make-up, slippers, costumes and for other trainings.

Based on infromation supplied by Mrs Bharati, an Odandi activist, a group was formed comprising of sixteen members, including Stanly Parashu, Mr. Nethra Raju – Press photographer of ‘Times of India’, advocate Smt. Shobha, activists of Karnataka Rajya Raitha Sangha, media persons and a police personnel. Four vehicles and Autos were hired for this operation. Mr Nagaraj, a Odanadi volunteer had been able to contact Choodamani on her mobile(9844119971).  For the past two months, Nagaraj had been maintaining the contact with Choodamani and trying to lure her into selling two a beautiful minor girl for a large sum of money. A sum of Rs 4000 was given out in advance, with the the notes being properly marked for later identification. They decided that the rest of the payment and the transfer of the girls will be done on 12th of August, 2002. A FIR was lodged at the Jayalakshmi Puram Police station of Mysore as a precautionary step and inorder to get police protection. As planned earlier, all the members of the Odanadi group were waiting near the B.M Hospital and kept contact through mobile-phones. Around 4 p.m. Choodamani arrived at that place on her Kinetic Honda, being accompanied by the two girls. Nagaraj was waiting in his Santro. After they met, all four of them  drove off in the Santro. The other group members followed them on cars, while maintaining a reasonable distance. As per the plan, Nagaraj had not brought the rest opf the money and struck up a quarrel with Choodamani. She even tried to call members of her gang on her phone. She finally agreed to part with just one girl for the amount of money being offered. Suddenly after that she decided to get down and call off the deal. She called up Mariswamy, who was also apparently following them in another car, to pick them from from there. Meanwhile, the Odanadi group reached that place and Choodamani and Mariswamy were arrested under PITA 4 & 5 and 366, 366(A) of IPC for kidnapping and procuring minor girls. 



 

The two girls meniotned above from North Karnataka and from Satanur village of Mandya.
Sheela (a rescued girl):

An young illiterate girl from Lambani community, she became a helpless victim of flesh trade age at an early age 12 years.  After being taken to Choodamani’s brothels, Sheela learnt Kannada, Hindi and other languages and started to use liquors. She also played small side-roles in some films. Sheela wanted to b made into a “modenr call-girl” and therefore agreed to be subjected to Deconuerobolin injections. After being rescued she is currently at the Mysore Remand Home.  

Madhu (a rescued girl):

Madhu is also an illiterate girl from a fisherman’s family in Mandya in the Satanur village.  Her brother refused to take care of her and she was finally lured by the sextrade-agents and sold to Choodamani. Beiong a minor, she was placed at the government remand home initially after the rescue. Odanadi activists want to point out at this point at her case to illustrate how much of a trauma these girls have to go through, having been lured once into the clutches of such traffickers. 
In an emotionally charged outburst, the girl confided in Mrs Shobha, a Odanadi volunteer and sought help from them. Odanadi has contacted the concerned state governement authorities besides the princial Secretary of the Women and Child Development  Program, Mrs Shobha Nambisan in a bid to take up the cause of this poor girl to help her reintegrate with society. Odanadi has also assumerd them of full cooperation at any stage. The prosecution in the case, the judiciary and the government officials have promised to handle her case with care and sympathy. 


As a further legal step Odandi also approached NHRC and filed a complaint against the trafficker’s network seeking justice to the exploited women and requesting  a high level enquiry into the sex-trade network. Thanks to NHRC which has considered the complaint with adequate importance and has promised legal support for Odanadi.

Example 2:  Vijayan’s Case (needs to be cleaned-up)

International prostitution network atlast Vijayan was caught.  “It is possible for girls to live a prostituted life.  The disparities in the society like social, economic inequalities can be setrate by prostitution only”.  These are the great principles with which Vijayan started with a knew dimensions Vijayan.  His full name Vali Perambal Raghavan, Vijayan.  There is no “distinguition as caste, religion or any other restrictions.  This is only method to achieve. Common universal entity on these lines he picked up belonging to irrespective of caste, religion, language, state we invite everyone with all affection to this trade.  But I do not force anyone, I do not go against will who say your ever comes.  Get lot of money happiness, peace of mind, freedom. 


“I have started with a physical approach to this vocation” Once Vijayan had told truth telephone communication.  Once there was lot of problems in government.  When he sat there on that vocation Miss. Prafulla Madhukar, Vimala Gowda, M.C. Nanaiah wanted to Vijayan to be arrested. Home minister Mr. Mallikarjuna Kharge had interested this issue to C.O.D.  


C.O.D. incharge Spl. Task inspector Mr. B.N. Krishnamurthy alongwith Odanadi activists Mr.Stanly and Mr. Parashuram have worked to catch Vijayan This man Vijayan is being called Viju, Viji, Vijaya Kumar, Vijayan  Ashokan, Devagan these are all the names for the same person and also wished do to be addressed at Vali Perambal Raghavan Vijayan greatest trader in prostitution.  This man belong to Kerala near a place called Trishur.  His work at  Karnataka, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu in all these places he has got centers to supply girls to gulf countries he had his own justification equally ---- out of this profession and his the king pin.

Exposure of Vijayan:

Well organised, well netted programs of prostitution which went behind the reach of common man.  He had his own way of a skilling in the clutches of law.  So went his trade with the principles the phylosphy which did not come to light at all.  One by name Purushottam belonging to Sathanur village near Mandya had reported the matter against Vijayan about his activities in Coimbattore police commissioner office.  This Purushottam belong to state handloom department peon.  Dated 25.06.2001 there is an advise of the report given as follows.  My wife Jayalakshmi aged 28 yrs. belong to T. Narasipura, Bommenahalli villagle, D/o. temple priest Ranganathaiah.  We have a daughter aged 3 yrs. by name Gayathri.  WE reside at Bangalore. On the day my daughter and my wife were kidnapped the person’s involved belonging to prostitutes.  Middle man as it was later realised the name as follows Chandru of Neelasandra also Ashok.  Both persons joined in selling to Vijayan of Coimbattore Vada Madurai extension Vijayan a lady broker one wife and daughter are under his custody I am confident my wife and daughter are with the custody of or with Vijayan.  I beg your help in getting back my wife and daughter.


The complaint so lodged to Police Tamil Nadu did not bother but Purushottam did not keep quite .  He was constantly watching the newspaper.  One day Odanadi heard his call but Ashoka Nagar Police Station.  A complaint had already lodged.


When activists Mr. Stanly and Parashuram visited Vada Madurai.  There was surprise news for them.  In fact, Jayalakshmi was not kidnapped by Vijayan whereas Purushottam had engaged to Vijayan  Vijayalakshmi on contract basis.   When contacted by Odanadi, Vijayan reported that “Jayalakshmi very much truth were was she an own will she is not kidnapped according to agreement, she should be with us ----- under July 8th.


In this connection we have surrendered her to the Vada Madurai Police station to our lawyer.  Therefore having said Vijayan escaped.


When purushottam visited Vada Madurai police station, Jayalakshmi was surprised “see this is the man who spoiled my life by age he is 20 yrs. elder, besides I am his relative.   In fact, he should have be my brother.  In fact, I was his third wife, driven me into the prostitution. His clients were senior officers.  In fact, he alone sent me here and he playing all the game”.  Shouting with all anger.  On looking at this issue, turning against him, Purushottam ran away from the place.  On the way he almost caught between railway reils, got his legs broken.  When Jayalakshmi exposed to the realities of Odanadi, another chapter of new prostitution started.  Vijayan as well as Purushottam had their own close net works of the prostitution, a link with in limits.  Until matter was reported to C.O.D. by Karnataka government, Vijayan was available on cell phone.  When the inquiry started his whole net work was exposed.  

Vijayan’s Tactics:

Infact Vijayan was running prostitution like a benefit scheme.  He had his own agents in various states.  In Tamil Nadu Ganga-Yamuna-Saraswathi T.V. Serial famous female character Pavithra, Kerala Calicut Sindhu alias Usha Devi, Yernakulam’s Meena all total 7 people were the wives of Vijayan!  All these wives of Vijayan were the agents of Chennai, Coimbattore, Palghat, Calicut, Yernakulam of Vijayan running brothel.  In Karnataka, by name Chandramma belonging to Coimbattore, Jayamma of Hunsur, Neela Sandra’s Ashoka of Bangalore, Parashurama, Chandra also Railway department Saroja all these persons belonging to Vijayan group.  Recruiting girls, Purushottama was an agent of Ashoka of Neela Sandra. 


There was a rule by Vijayan that no girl was forced to the trade.  Also,the girls recruited from a particular place are to be taken to different places, also to follow the various rules and tacticts as per mine instructions.  Infact, the reruits details were to be kept top  confidential.  Each every girl recruited could only stay maximum 2 to 3 months, where as this rule has a relaxation to girls going outside to the country.  Once the term was over, no occation to rejoin the center.  During the agreement period the loss and gains, the party had full liberty.  After the agreement minimum Rs. 50 thousand or 3 lakhs entitled to get the gifts.  Who so ever agreeing to this type of contract with Vijayan rules and regulations, after the term further 3 yrs. could work Vijayan trade.  During the break period, entitled to get honorarium of Rs. 2,000.  The beauty of such a recruit to introduce the beautiful girls to the trade.  Once the girls selected to the net of trade, her age, looks, her verginity all these elements should count and entitled to free gifts viz. Kinetic honda, T.V., fridge, gas stove cooker etc. There are attractive girls and ladies for willing to take up this trade and abide by the rules of Vijayan in Karnataka only.


In any occasion would lead to doubt to any person where a girl enjoying all the benefits.  TO avoid this situation, Vijayan institution have adopted Udaya T.V., E T.V., Z T.V., Star Plus, Akashavani letter heads “wherein whatever competitions we had conducted you are the winner of these competitions therefore you are entitled to the gifts as well as monthly income” So goes the letter. 


The new recruits of Vijayan, had their names, in the training list duly entered in government department letter heads.  So letters of order despatched.  Various departmental false letter heads, rubber stamp, employed of Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Andhra Pradesh and also other states.  This is Vijayan’s and his achievements! “What is wrong in me?


People with full knowledge of terms and condition of our organisation.  When there is voluntary consent while were ---- tracking well what is wrong we have our philosophy does not aspect to force others the relationship between man and woman nature role.

What is wrong in this role some girls take up prostitution out of economic necessity and will we permanent.  I am against this type of prostitution.  My intention is not to be retain as permanent prostitution.  Earn a life ---- in a life time.  This is how I want to achieve no difference rich and poor This is my major thought.

Purushottam husband of Jayalakshmi, Chandramma Jayamma etc. Inspector B.N. Krishna Murthy and his collegues were successful in handling the culprit.  This truth Vijayan wanted man the police.  They had not considered major issue because many police officers officials were permanent client of Vijayan.  In Vada Madurai, a diary relating to L.R. Shivarame Gowda and many other chief minister’s phone numbers, home minister’s phone numbers were also there.  


In the law court of Coimbattore Vijayan lawyer had inpersonanted by his lawyer Chelva Muttu and alleged that so used to man as Vijayan.  Since no bail was granted, this said man had decamped from Coimbattore.


Vijayan presently in Kerala was moving around and different names.  He had a pass port under the name Vijayan Niyal.  Presently, staying in girls by name Mohammed Kutty and brothers and his associate.  Chunari resorts of Calicut.
