Oral assessment: [Nov 2024]

This academic year’s oral assessment for Mirzapur schools was conducted in Nov 2024. Oral
assessments are conducted for English, Maths and Hindi.

For the presentations, students form groups of 4 or 5 students in each
group and each group submit their presentations for the selection process.

Of all the presentations initially submitted this year, 14 Presentation Projects were selected by
our internal Selection Panel, for the Prize-winning final round.
