BREF HISTORY OF PRASANNA JYOTHI

Under the chairmanship and guidance of our Chairman Swam Sukhabodhananda Saraswathi, Prasanna Trust was established as a registered Charitable and educational trust in the year 1982.

The main objective is “To make a difference to the lives of people at large at the same   time our selves.

Inspired by the above objective, a group of committed selfless volunteers decided to start a child care center with the name of “Prasanna Jyothi”. The unanimous opinion was to start an exclusive girls’ orphanage, since the statistics the world over have shown the fairer sex are the more oppressed class compared to their counterparts. Thus Prasanna Jyothi was established on the 24th. June 1998. The complete responsibility of food, clothing, we are taking care of shelter and education of these children since then.

The whole atmosphere provided is absolutely non-fanatic, either religious or social. Our aim is to nurture these children so that they grow up as pure simple human beings inculcating values of universal brotherhood so that they not only become responsible citizens of India, but also of the entire world.

At present we have 19 children in the age group of 3 to 18 years. All children are very lively and loving. They are sent to good schools and colleges. Four of hem have completed their Diploma in computer Science, have taken good jobs and settled independently.

One is doing her III semester of in Electrical engineering course and another is in III year of diploma course in Computer Science and one more is doing her I PUC. We are proud to say that our girls have won many prizes in inter school sports and cultural competitions and one was the sports captain of her school. Children are learning music. They are trained and engaged in maintaining their garden and household.

Paramount importance is given to hygiene, cleanliness and health. Children are trained to be physically clean, keep the premises spotless to the extent possible to be independent.
