Prayer

Children were taught to assemble in a line and sing prayers and national anthem..

Education

Focus was placed on getting the children to maintain discipline inside the class room. They were taught to identify animals and birds by using charts. 10 children learned to identify and say the first 4 alphabets in Kannada. Five other children were taught the numbers 1 – 5.

Health

Importance was given to promoting health of the children. A registered practitioner from the government health department was invited to examine the health of the children. Medication was disbursed to the needed children.

Activities

Children enjoy playing games making their stay at school filled with fun. Some of the games included hide and seek, run and catch etc.
