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Activities and Development of VESC in 2007-2008

1. This session 2007-2008 is remarkable for VESC’s activities and development. Starting in 1996 in a kuchha house along roadside it has been possible for us to purchase lands at Jagaddal and Sonajheel and this year two fully complete two brick-built houses with the help and co-operation of generous public. It has to be mentioned also that the ex-students of Ramakrishna Mission in India and abroad have been helping us considerably since 1996. They have introduced our Project to the ASHA FOR EDUCATION, a well known non-profitable organization in U.S.A. Since then we have been getting all sorts of help, co-operation and guidance to run our projects effectively. They send volunteers every year to visit and frame the guidelines whenever necessary.

2. In 2006 is also remarkable for VESC as the President of the            Ramakrishna Mission Most Revered Swami Gahananandaji Maharaj has sent his blessings and well wishes  through an email from Belur Math encouraging the VESC’s splendid work and its development and few of the orphan and street children blessed by him when they went to Belur Math and a Photograph has been taken showing them at the feet of the Most Revered Swamiji. 3. Vesc has been visited by many distinguished Guest such as Head of the Ramakrishna Mission Moscow Centre, Russia Revered Swami Jyotirupanandaji Maharaj and head of the Ramakrishna Mission Swami Vivekananda’s Ancestral House at Calcutta (Shimla) Revered Swami Jitatmanandaji Maharaj and other monks of Ramakrishna Mission and Belur Math and have appreciated and praised the work and development of Vesc.

4. At Jagaddal there are staying 6 girl students – among them 2 orphans (sisters, younger one is a thalassaemia patient) who were referred to by the DM to our VESC centre to be looked after and other 2 ST girls who are studying in a nearby Govt. school. All of them stay at VESC premises and are taken care of by one appointed elderly lady.

5. The Vocational Courses of VESC also have been proceeding side by side with the Academic Programme of the students. At present tailoring, weaving and computer training are provided. There is a proposal of constructing separate vocational training centre at Jagaddal.

6. Mid-Day Meal Scheme has been introduced in our two primary schools, one at Jagaddal and the other at Sonajheel, Sonarpur.  

7. We have got some financial assistance from Rotary Club of Mid-South and the local residents for the development of VESC.

8. In 2007 our VESC has been visited by many distinguished guest from India aand abroad. Ms. Barbara Piner  ( Mother Kalyani) the founder of ASTI ( American Service to India ) visited in April / May’ 2007. She is so pleased to see the work of vesc that she has introduced our project to Mr. & Mrs. Lahiri, the parents of Ms. Jhumpa Lahiri  the eminent writer who got the American Book award for her book “ The Melody of …… “ who live in U.S.A for many years and educationist have kindly visited VESC and wish to donate a building which is under construction for the vocational training school of child labour student of VESC. 

9. Mr. Sumit Sarkar, an Ex-student of RKM, Narendrapur visited VESC and pleased to give his donation for the orphans and other students. His kind donation will be very helpful to keep the amount as Corpus fund as he wished. He has sent a nice email concerning his visit giving details of his impression of VESC’s activities.

10. We are glad to announce that after waiting 8 years the VESC is introduced the Govt. grant i.e National Child Labour Project ( NCLP) from July, 2007 but as used the monetary assitance comes very late, twice in a year. So, We have no other way to depend on other sources for recurring expenses of VESC.

11. We hope to start VESC vocational training school for Children the building of which having constructed but the recurring expenses of various trade, such as computer, type writing, weaving, knitting etc. We need to be helped. 

12. Needless to say, The ASHA FOR EDUCATION, who is the main architect of VESC has been rendering the service and support from 1996. Till now and for this unique example of ASHA & other donors came forward to support VESC and as a result we could construct a new building for vocational training school at VESC site and we hope that  ASHA’s kind support may continue for the vocational training school, i.e the yearly recurring expenses.

13. On June 12 Our VESC observed the World Child Labour Day successfully and arranged a grand procession with flags & festoons which attach the locality and public in the surrounding areas of Jagaddal & Sonajheel, Sonarpur.
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
