They consult with the parents about the cleanliness, proper nutrition and progress of their kids  during home visit and in the guardians meeting and mobilized them about the importance of involvement of parents, communities, governments and institutions to work together to improve hygiene, water and sanitation condition in the community. And how the parents can play a pro active role to help the children to learn about menstrual hygiene and Physical and emotional changes during puberty. They also advice the parents to keep the environment clean.
