A DETAILED STUDY REPORT OF THE SITUATION OF THE PEOPLE AT AJODHHEAVY RAIN AND HEAVY STORM STARTED FROM THE DAY OF FHILINE AND STILL CONTINUING

Rain started at the area from 6th Oct and it was continuous till 9th Oct. At the mid-time there was two days gap and it started again and continued till 27th Oct as an after effect of the Fhilin (Cyclone) at Orissa. long moist days weakened the base of mud built houses. Most of the mud-walls and some of the stone walls (mud filled) at the area also got cracked. 

We moved at some of the villages at three teams on 24th and 25th Oct. We covered only the worst damaged and poor households who have no other support. At every village 10-15 severely damaged housing is found (Average household range minimum 15 household in small one  and maximum 30 household in large villages and all are tribal villages) . On 25th morning the weather was to some extent with no rain but it was totally foggy and cloudy. The most astonishing thing was that at the villages rarely any adult member was visible. All had gone out for earning living their smalls at home alone. Children had no food and told their mother will cook after they return from work. Most of the schools and ICDS were found closed as teachers were absent for a long time.

Our Observation:

All most all the houses are to some extent damaged. Some families are houseless and some how staying at neighbours houses. Some are living with their cattle at cattle sheds. The condition of cattle is pathetic and staying under rain with no roof. However no death cases are found due to collapse of housing; but injured are found.

At present diarrhoea, dysentery, fever with cold and cough badly affected to children. They are staying in a very very bad situation. They are going to government hospitals for treatment but due to its interior when they reached to hospital the staff closed the department and they came back to home. Who are able to reach in time they only give few quantity of medicine not full course from the department. Apart from the above and our experience on Malaria control measures since years it was badly need to protect the people from malaria.
Most of the tube wells are defunct. Though people have informed for many times no steps are taken. Actually tube wells are maintained from the block office at plain at Bagmundi and the team avoids maintaining the same due to distance and transport of spare parts. Villagers depend on the wells and DANRIs( local language small water collecting place in bank of a small river); some villages depend on spring and river water. But due to long rain all the wells and DANRIs have become dirty and the water is in transparent and muddy. But the villagers have no option other to use the same. Hesadih village is solely dependent on the river water.
All the educational institutions were found closed and no mid-day meal cooking was done for long 20 days due to rain at most of the villages.

Agriculture has got severely affected. All the winter cash crops, oil seeds and vegetables have died due to excessive rain.

All the earthen roads except asphalt roads are washed out and not capable for four wheelers. Only cycle ,motor bikes can move.

Now gradually they are returning to their normal living and going out for earning. Their first aim is to repair their housing. This year it is afraid to have a biting cold at the area for a long time due to late rain. In other years the temperature comes down to 1-3 degree Celsius for a long period. This year the situation may be worse. Almost all the 72 villages at Ayodhya hill have faced this mishap little less or more.

Under this situation need is many. But as an organization our capacity is limited. We have grouped the villages in two categories. Where we already have our non formal schools are kept at the first group. There are 15 villages in this category and near about 500+ to 600 families. Rest are in the other category. In the first category we have staff and volunteers at the village and at the other category we do not have only adjacent to projected villages. 
At the first category we will provide tarpaulin for shading houses, Disinfect drinking water sources (wells/ DANRIs), Disinfect environment and surroundings, and provide Geoline liquid for family level drinking water safety. Halogen tablets though cheap are not available at the open market; and meant for government supply only. Diarrhoea awareness for the villagers will be carried on by our volunteers at the village.
For the second category, we will provide tarpaulin only to severely affected families and disinfect the drinking water sources.
