Physical Training (PT)

August 1st Week:

We had revised the activities of the previous year in July.  Based on it, we divided the children into three groups: A, B, and C.  Some of the activities- prayer, PT, sports,  multiplication table memorization- are common to all the groups.  Other activities are designed for each group specifically.  For example: 

Group A: we are trying to teach them to read, write, memorizing the multiplication table up to 20, and simple arithmetic like addition., subtraction etc. 

Group B: asking questions through bees and flowers stories

Group C: memorization of numbers 1-100 using plain paper and marbles, 

Through snakes and ladders game we are trying to teach all the three groups about cleanliness and discipline. 

2nd Week:

Repeated what was taught in the 1st week.  Prepared for August 15th and subsequently celebrated the event.  Flag was hoisted at both the centers, national anthem was sung, and the teacher explained the reason behind the event.  Students sung songs, told stories and jokes, and some of the parents were also given an opportunity to come to the dias and speak. Finally sweets were distributed.

3rd Week:

Arithmetic and writing was taught through the game of Kite Swooped (Chil Jhapta).  The story of water (Pani ki Kahani) was read to them and the meaning explained.  Using marbles we taught them to recognize the alphabets.  Using marbles made of mud, we taught counting to the group B and C children.  All were asked to make 100 marbles from mud.  The group A children were taught to write the names of the months and days of the week. 

Everyday we taught all of them PT, and multiplication tables. 

We also explained about the Nag Panchami festival .

4th Week:

Taught the A group children the names of months and days in English but none of them are as yet able to write or read in English. We checked the homework.  Played snakes and ladders. 

For everyone: asked to write the alphabets in English, vowel and consonants recognition, memorized multiplication tables, and did PT.

Explained about Raksha Bandhan.

September 1st week:

Repeated all the activities of August once as some of the students lag behind and we try to bring them to the same level as the rest of the class.  Checked homework.  Read  and discussed a book about the Wonders of Science.  Also read the newspaper called Lehariya.  Did the daily activities like multiplication tables, vowels and consonants, counting, alphabets etc.

2nd Week:

Played snakes and ladders and through that explained the concepts of cleanliness. Read the magazine ‘Pitara’.  Also talked about Krishna Janamashatami and gave the children the entire history of Kamsa, Yashoda, Vasudev, Devaki etc.  Did all the daily activities.  This week, every day 10 children had to count from 1 to 100, say multiplication tables 1-10, and the alphabets from A to Z.   In sports, we taught them Kho-kho.

3rd Week:

Taught them addition, subtraction, and multiplication.  Also used play-way methods like marbles made of mud and sticks to teach them maths.  Made them write the days of week and months in Hindi and English on the black board.  Teacher told them the story about the brave and obedient boy. 

4th Week:

Checked homework. Repeated the three weeks activities and taught whatever little bit was remaining. Did all the daily activities.  Children were also asked to write one page. Some of the children still do not understand the matras- so revisited the concept. 

October 1st Week: 

Celebrated Gandhi Jayanti.  Did Origami taught the children how to talk and read some things about behaviour from the book of Good Behaviour.

Checked homework.  Asked the children to write. Asked the children to memorize poetry from the book Hakka-Bakka.  Also repeated the previous week’s activities

2nd Week:

Everyday we read one chapter from the text book ‘Mai Kiran (My Kiran?).  Also asked the children to do writing. 

Used a chart to teach English.  Translation of English to Hindi and Hindi to English of the names of the months. Used  marbles to teach some children alphabets and re-did lesson on vowels-consonants.

3rd Week:

Told the children about VijayaDashmi festival. Gave a lecture on food habits and the environment.  Also told the children about vitamins and the effect of cleanliness on our health.  Also trimmed the nails of the younger children.  

4th Week:

Taught whatever was remaining to be taught for this month.  Repeated some of the lessons. Told the children about Deepavali festival.  Checked their homework.  PT and some other exercises, and also Kho-kho were taught to the children.  Children memorized counting and multiplication tables. 

In the July report, we had told you about one center that is not functioning properly and further that if there are girls in any village who are willing to come to the center, we will start the center in that village.  From August, we have started a center in Dafaipurva village (Bharatkup district?). 35 children (boys and girls) are attending this center.
