Progress Report - 2010

A total of 519 were enrolled in the school in 2010:   305 girls and 214 boys.  There are 11 teachers and one chowkidar.  Three of them have passed 10th grade (matriculate), 4 have passed 12th grade and 4 are graduates.
For the third year in a row, students from TEP have passed the entrance exam for the Novodaya Vidyalaya and have secured admission until Class XII.  There were 3 students who passed this exam. These students will be provided with free room and board and uniforms etc until they finish school.  This is a great achievement for the TEP School as they have continued to maintain a good standard of education. The school hopes to do better in 2011.
In October, the annual sports week was organized.  The students look forward to this event as this is one of the few opportunities that these students get to have fun. Other events such as children day, etc are observed with great fervent in which tea parties were held. However, sport week remains the most important occasion of TEP School. Here students play many different games and compete to become the champions. In the sport week other activities like extempore speech, debate, singing, dancing, and talent show are also organized. Prizes are distributed for all winners such as pen, pencil, exercise books and other stationary items.
Midday meal program continued again this year.  The duckery and fishery are still continuing at a small scale and the produce is used for the midday meal and is not sold for income generating purposes.  Both initiatives are at a small scale and provide for about five to six time meals to the students.  However, this is a significant event as these are the rare occasions when students get a tasty treat.  Normally they are not able to get this type of food.
During Joy’s visit in April 2010, he spent one month at the school and provided teachers training. Key activities related to this training are listed below:

· He observed the teachers during class and provided feedback about what could be improved (e.g. whether the teacher had a voice that could be clearly heard, their body language, how they presented themselves and dressed so that the students would respect them).  
· He also asked the teachers to write an assay on an ideal teacher and provided his feedback on the assay.
· He also imparted to them the teaching techniques’ which he learned from his daughter's school (Chinmaya Vidayalaya) in New Delhi. 
There are some books in the library and these books are circulated among students. Students usually take home and return after reading.  Joy is planning to visit the school in the month of Feb 2011, exclusively for teachers training which he himself carried out every year and to oversee repair of furniture of school and school building.
