Survey

In July 2011 we conducted a detailed survey  of out of school children and their age group in two phases- This work continued in the months of July. august and September. Based on the survey results we started balwadi, setu or support classes in that particular area.Our survey showed that the number of school going children had increased and hence we had to reduce the number of setu classes. On the other hand there was an emerging need for support classes for the school going children whom we had admitted to schools and  have no support at home. We also found a large number of children in the 3-6 age group.The RTE Act does not cover these children and hence there is a need to see that they get access to education and continue in the mainstream of education.  Accordingly we have started Balwadis in these areas.

During the year-

All the classes started  functioning fully from beginning of  August .In the following fortnight we conducted baseline tests to decide the level of the child in language and math. The next test will be taken at the end of November and will show the progress made by these children. However,  the teacher makes a record of the child’s progress every fortnight  to track the child’s level. She keeps a detailed progress book of each child in which monthly records are maintained.

Our resource person Sushma Sathaye(professor SNDT university) – conducted Teacher Training on the project method of teaching in Balwadis. We conducted training session separately for teachers and supervisors.These sessions showed them how a topic e.g. flowers can be used to teach pre-reading,writing and math readiness skills. This method is also conducive to the  physical, social and emotional development of the child. 13 such topics were discussed and their relevant material was developed by the teachers.We now have 13 kits with colourful and attractive teaching aids in each kit .Teachers find it easy to use this kit on such diverse topics like animals, fruits, flowers, vehicles, family. Children enjoy touching seeing and feeling these aids and hence absorb these concepts easily.

Our support classes are conducted in two sessions of  two hours each so that we can reach out to more number of  school going children of std 1 to 4th They are conducted  with the intention of making children understand the basic concepts of language and math so that they are able to grasp what is being taught in school and thus prevent their dropping out of formal schoolBasic concepts are strengthened by using practical teaching aids which help the child to learn through experience. A test to assess the level of the child is conducted on admission to the class.Pre-reading and writing skills are developed through our teaching aids.In case the child is older than the appropriate age of the class he is admitted to, he is helped to achieve the critical competencies so that he can reach the level of his present class. The rate at which the child learns is dependent on the child’s grasping power and the teachers ability.Our experience shows that it takes atleast 3-4months to cover the basic syllabus of one std.

We  are conducting  setu classes in two areas where there are still out of school children. These classes are conducted for children in the age group of 6-14 years but also have children in the 3-6 years who are the siblings of these children. We use the multi-level method of teaching them according to the level of the child.

The Nutrition Programme 

We continue to give a protein supplement in the form of ladoos and some dry snacks to children who come to our classes.Children who come to the Resource centre are given a tasty snack of sprouts with rice or bread.

Advocacy

We made a sustained demand to the Education Board  and met the PMC commissioner to continue the facility of transporting  40 children  to school from Gangadham( the vasti where the camel riders stay.)We were successful in this effort.

We are active members of Action for the Rights of the Child and through this network we keep building pressure on the administration about non-compliance of the provisions of the RTE Act.

Recently we participated in the postcard campaign of ARC through which we helped 165 children to voice their grievances regarding basic amenities in their schools as well as the treatment given to them including the quality of education.
