Recently we organized a consultation regarding National Curriculum Framework review in Mangalore. We send the following suggestions are formed during the consultation.  
1. National Curriculum Framework has to be effectively implemented at the grass-root   level: Right now the National Curriculum Framework that is be framed is good and if the same is implemented as it is there is sure to be a qualitative change in the education field. Although in the National Curriculum Framework items like gender sensitivity, social justice have been indicated, at the school level it has not been implemented effectively. Hence due important should be given to see that all aspects in the National Curriculum Framework have to be inculcated in the text book. The necessary guidelines as to how to implement the said Framework should also be drawn and at the same time monitoring methods have to be specified.
2. The controversial aspects in the National Curriculum Framework has to be deleted: When the National Curriculum Framework was introduced in the year 2000 it suggested that schools should teach Vedic mathematics and Sanskrit as part of composite course of Hindi. Both these aspects go very controversial. For the beginners these subjects are not necessary. This may be a big hindrance to the development of the child’s mother tongue. Hence it is necessary to delete the said item from the National Curriculum. 

3. The National Curriculum Framework of the school syllabus has to stress more on local as how to bring about an equilibrium in both the rural and urban: the present syllabus is mostly urban oriented and as such it leads to urban way of lifestyle, thereby the child loose its hold on the rural set-up. So the syllabus has to be drawn in such a way that equal importance is given both for urban and rural. 
4. The dangers of globalization have to highlighted to motivate the children in being aware of the same: the curriculum does stress on globalization but the dangers and demerits have not narrated as such the children are ignorant about the same. Their whole outlook is canalized in dreaming globally and their thoughts are side tracked from the set-up. So much so the child loose interest in its native activities or developments encouraging more and more the global market, so the National Curriculum. Should review and frame necessary guidelines to bring out all the above said aspects.

5. The National Curriculum Framework has mentioned about IQ, EQ, SQ, along with this importance should also be given for comprehensive Quotient (CQ).
6. The National Curriculum has to reach the grass root level: once the National Curriculum is framed it rarely reaches the hands of the local level implementers as such what is framed in the National Curriculum Framework seems to be more only in book. What is important is it has to reach the lowest strata in the education system and this is possible only if the National Curriculum is made available in their local language, where in they will understand it much better and there by practical implementation is possible. At the cluster level, the parents and teachers can also get together and discus about the Curriculum in finding out the possibilities of implementation.
7. Competitive spirit should be developed but not competition: in the education field we see a lot of competition. This has an adverse effect on the children. It is important that the curriculum draws up such guidelines where in the child has a stage to develop its talents and competitive spirit but not competition.
