PASUMAI TRUST

CASE HISTORY OF F.C.R.A. REGISTRATION 

We Pasumai Trust have got registration number in FCRA (FOREIGN CONTRIBUTION REGULATION ACT) from the Home Ministry, Government of India. It was taken 5 years journey in our attempt. Pasumai trust was registered in May 1993.                                                          

That time I was (K.MURTHY, FOUNDER) working in another NGO for survival.  So, we actively involving in social work in 1997 through Pasumai Trust. From 1997 we were set up office in Aranvayal village in Thiruvallur District. Office cum residential house in small hut. Funds were not available on that time. From July 1998 I got fellowship from CRY (CHILD RIGHTS AND YOU) one of the Indian organization up to 2001 June. I got Rs.4500/ per month by quarterly basis. I was spending this amount for my family and also my office.Rs.2500 for office and Rs.2000/- for family. So we were not able to do more programs. And also we were not able to apply for FCRA in early.

INCOME TAX REGISTRATION:

First we had got income tax registration for our organization in 2002 under the I.T. act sec.12A.a.and also we had got 80G exemption. In this process our Auditor asked me Rs.5000/- for this work. But I went to meet Income tax Commissioner and I explained the pasumai trust activites. They asked some changes in our trust deed were we registered. Our board of trustees did us necessary amendments in our deed.  We were applied for registration in 2000 but it was got in January 2002. We have not given single money to anyone for this work. I went several times to meet commissioner for asking our file position. Whenever I went to Madras for some meetings that time I go to I.T.office.

FCRA REGISTRATION:

Then we applied for seeking recommendation for getting registration from our District Collector in 2002.  The RDO (Revenue Divisional Officer) come to visit in our office in Aranvayal Village.  He had given very good report about our activities and organization. That time we are small NGO runs in rented house.

The Collector refused recommendation for us. Reason they mentioned in the letters that pasumai Trust is working in rented house no own building and not hostels and homes for children.  Our motive is not encouraged hostels, homes and charitable work. But we were not disappointment for this reply. We were having confidence with ourselves. This process has taken one and half year. Than we applied directly to the Home Ministry Government of India in the year 2004. In 2006 December we got reply for our letter.

They asked us photos and report for up to 2006 March. We sent it immediately to there.  They send registration number for our organization in March 2007. We have not given any bribe for this work. But we had waited 3 years for getting sanction. We have learned many things from this kind of works. 

One of the donor organizations Emmaus Community Welfare Fund congratulates our work for getting registration with out bribes.

Any organization having good legal framework and faith themselves for fighting corruption they will able to get any government services.
