DOCUMENT 4: SCHOOL CONSTRUCTION REPORT REQUEST FROM DDS 

Communication received by Asha Stamford in Sept 2007

We had convened a joint meeting of the Governing Body Trustees of Bahujana Hitaya Education Trust and members of DDS Management Committee, on the 26th August 2007 at DDS Complex to discuss about achievement, problems, developmental prospect, infrastructure requirement, project proposal etc. The proposal for construction of Semi-Permanent classrooms had also been discussed in the meeting. All the members present had opined and agreed to have an OBB Pattern classroom building instead of Semi-permanent bamboo made classrooms. An OBB Pattern building for 4 classrooms will cost approx. Rs. 3,84,000/- = USD 9600. The estimated cost for the proposed OBB Pattern classroom building is provided below for your kind information:

We’ll be very grateful if any ASHA chapter extends help to solve the prevailing classroom problem at DDS.
