CDDP – Asha Schools

Report on Educational tour
The educational tour of Asha school children was organized on 30th of December 2005. All the children and teachers of seven schools took off the tour in three chartered buses specially arranged for the purpose. They all got up at 3.00 A.M. (Some children did not even sleep as they spent the whole previous night with pleasurable anxiousness of expecting a wonderful tour dreaming with open eyes). The three buses went to the seven villages and picked the children. All of them assembled at Nedumbaram CDDP Campus. (The campus is situated at the centre of the area in which the seven villages, where our schools are running, located).  They left from the campus at about 7.00 A.M. after taking a sweet tea.  
Around 10.00 A.M., the buses reached Vedanthangal Birds Sanctuary which was located about 160 kms from CDDP Campus. It was a wonderful natural surrounding with a beautiful lake located at the centre. Birds from far away places and countries often come to this excellent natural setting to stay and enjoy their vacation. The Forest department of the Government of Tamilnadu maintains this sanctuary. After purchasing the entrance tickets, the children and others went into the sanctuary and they first took their tasty breakfast Uppuma , fruits and tea. They were anxious to know about various birds flying here and there. They climbed the telescopic tower and viewed the birds through the telescope. They could understand the use of telescope and the way it was functioning. They moved round the sanctuary and witnessed many types of birds; small-big, colorful, different shapes and bodily features etc. The guide and the teachers could clarify the doubts of the children.
They also visited the exhibition cum interpretation centre located at the sanctuary, where there were a number of posters, pictures and other display materials depicting the history of birds and other animals. It was an education for them. The children noted down in their notebooks the important points concerned with  birds and animals.

The next destination was a famous hilly top temple location called Thiruvaiyavur. The temple was constructed about 1500 years back. The children enjoyed the trekking to the top and also the architectural beauty of the temple. They went in line and worshipped lord Narayana.
The next visit was the popular “Mahabalipuram”, where they could see the caves and temples carved in one stone. It was a great tourist spot. Some French tourists enquired about our children and they joined with the children in singing, dancing together and also in other cultural events. The children enjoyed their company.  The children visited different types of caves and they were amazed by the carvings. They also trekked top to the ancient light house constructed few centuries ago. The next place was the sea shore at Mahabalipuram. They enjoyed running, dancing and playing. 

It was also an occasion to tell them about tsunami. A representative from a voluntary organization which  was working with tsunami affected victims, narrated to the children details regarding tsunami and its effect on the people. He also explained about preventive protective and rehabilitative measures available for the people living near sea shores. The children took their lunch also at Mahabalipuram. 
They spent their evening by seeing sun set and at around 8.00 p.m., they leave Mahabiliupuram to return to their villages to share with  others whatever they enjoyed in the visit.

Seven Asha schools are located in seven interior villages within a radius of about 15 kms. They have 176 children on their role. Each school has about 25 children. Most of these children are confined to their village, school and nearby locations. Their meeting and interaction with outside world is very limited.  We feel the importance of the children of each school to   mingle and interact with the children of other schools and also the outside world. That is the reason why, we have two programmes – one, the educational tour involving all the children together and the Annual Get together of children of all the seven schools in one place for a day participating in varieties of competitions in sports, elocution, singing etc. They also perform dramas and cultural events. Inter school competitions are also held to encourage their spirit of healthy competitions and togetherness. 
In this connection, we organized Annual get together on 7th of January 06 at Nedumbaram CDDP campus. The children from the schools were brought by special vehicles in the morning. Competitions in running race, frog race, musical chair, elocution and singing were held. Special topic on “Bharathiar and his patriotism” was given for elocution and singing competitions. According to classes the competitions were held; boys separately and girls separately.
