Apart from the regular academic and school functions, the institute has undertaken several extra curricular, social and sports activities that included National Anthem singing competition, Swimming coaching /competition, Drawing competition, Environmental Protection, AIDS Awareness etc. Much of these activities involved students and the parents and interested individuals in the area along with other Governmental agencies.


How do you think the school has improved in the last 6 months?

The Institute is promoting the awareness for higher education in the area and able to increase the school enrolment. Students are involved in social activities and participated in nationally important events celebrated in the area.  There is increased level of interaction among the students and teachers in both academic and extra curricular activities of the school. 


What are the problems you have faced in the last 6 months? 


There is a continued and constant financial crunch in running the institution. Even the minimum fees cannot be collected from the students due to poverty and no stable income to parents. 

With students coming form backward and illiterate families, it is very hard to get them to do the homework, which in turn affects the quality of the education and their grades. Much of their education is limited to the school surroundings only.

Salary of teachers is paid irregularly due to financial limitations.  

How would you rate the overall effectiveness of this project over the past 6 months?

The financial aid due to the project has helped to increase the salary levels of teachers and thus ensuring higher job satisfaction.

Has increased the teaching efficiency and quality of education provided to the students.

Lessened the burden of maintenance of school, associated property and surroundings.

With the support provided, the school was able to get several desks for students.
