Question and Answers from April 10th, 2005 meeting

   

1. How are new students engaged in the Vidhyalaya with the existing student group?

They were categorize  as their level of knowledge.

2. Are there other communties in the area in which the school is functioning apart the community the school is catering to per the proposal? If yes, what kind of communities are these (economic and educational level). Where do the kids from these communities go to school?

This community is situated outside the main village, DORA, in this village there are different communities but they are economically well and can go to Government school, which is near by them.

3. What activities happen for any kid in the school on any given day? Is there any meal facility fo rkids in the school?

They are teaching with play and learn methods, mid day meal facilities are not there in Gyandeep.

4. How may kids, if any have managed to get into government schools from Gyandeep Vidhyalaya? 

4-6 children per year will go to Government school, after getting preliminary knowledge at the age of 8-10 years.

5. The proposal says, that the school has kids 3-9 yrs old. What do the kids older than 9yrs do?

They can walk to Government school (small children can not go to this Government school, because it is about 1.5 Kms from this place) Teachers and Savitree Jee are encouraging them to go to Government school, because there they can get mid day meal as well as scholarship.

6. There is mention of 3 other staff in the proposal, however, there was no mention of salary for them. Who are these other staff and are they paid? If yes, how does the school get funds for that?

These three staffs are 1.Savitree Jee (Coordination Work),  2. one part time volunteer for SHG works, 3.Sewing trainer. They are not getting regular funds, they are depend upon some local donations and fees from sewing classes. Earlier Miss. Savitree Jee was getting some scholarship ( Rs. 1500/- PM from Van VasiSewa Ashram) but now it is not continue due to some financial crisis in Ashram.

7. What has been the source of funding for the school in the past 2 years of starting?

There is no any expense on teaching /study material etc, teachers are not getting more than Rs. 300-400 pm till now (for duty of 4 hours daily). It is not regular and based on local cash/ kind donation it can be form of food grains.
