Gyandeep School:


The current enrollment in the school per the data collected between 1st July 2005 and 15 July, 2005 is 62. Much like past year all the children belong to extremely poor backgrounf with families living below poverty line. The children belong to various castes such as Musahar, chamar, dhobi, bharadwaj, sharma etc.


The organization has been established to facilitate financial and overall empowerment of the communities. The children are separated by age for the purpose of instructions. Instructions include teaching hindi, math and English. Pictures are used a mode to teach how to identify fruits & vegetables. Songs are used to teach numbers. Masks are used to learn names of animals. Along with classes children also play, listen to stories during the school day. They are also given lessons on personal hygiene.

________________:


Parents of the students were invited to the 15th August, Independence day celebrations. Kumari Savitri  and other personals of the school joined together to urge the parents to teach children at home & maintain personal hygiene at home. The parents were found to be very receptive to the idea.

________________:


Kumari Savirti, staff members of Gyandeep Vidhyalaya and member of the gram sabha (Santosh, Mahesh, Vishwakarma, Naresh, Yogesh to name a few) joined together for a walk from Dora office to Sikarpur via Chainpur, Raghuvash Chowk, Mirzapur. In Sikarpur they met with the local community to educate them about personal hygiene and the importance of education. They also composed various songs for the mission. In the Mujahar area they got together with the community to clean the village. There are big potholes on the roads that trap dirty water. They filled the potholes with soil. 

Self Help Groups

The self help groups are run by the women in the various villages. Sveral self help groups have been operating successfully for several years now. 5 new groups were started between July and December of 2005. Each groups comprises of 12 women. Each member of the group saves Rs. 20/month. The money is kept with the treasurer of the group. During tough times they lend and borrow money from within the group at an interest rate of 2%. Similarly, when money is lent outside of the group the interest rate is 4%. Hence they manage save money as well as help the villagers in time of need.

The schools are active two villages:

Dora Village known as Gyandeep Vidhyalaya

Ukrav Village known as Jivan Jyoti

Gyandeep School

The number of children has grown from 50 to 62. 30 children out of the previous batch of 50 are now enrolled in the primary school in Daulatnagar since they kids were prepared for 4th or 5 grade. Out of the children in the school this year, 42 are new admissions all living well below the poverty line. The children belong to various castes including Mujahar, chamar, dhobi, bharadwaj, sharma, yadav etc. There has been significant increase in enthusiasm among the parents following the 30 children gained admission into the primary school.

Out of 62 children, 26 manage to get to the school by themselves, 9 are assisted bythe parents. However, significant effort is invested in bringing the rest of the children o school. For example they have be brought from the fields, farms or their homes.  Most of these children belong to the Mujahar caste.

The children are divided into 2 sections based on age. The day begins with prayers. Special care attention is given to child hygiene. Each child in inspected after the prayers. Following that the kids head to there sections.

Section 1 comprises of 40 children – 10 boys and 21 girls

Section 2 comprises of 22 children – 13 boys and 9 girls

Section 1 Curriculum:

1. Children are taught to meet and greet strangers and give introductions.

2. Names of body parts

3. Hindi and English alphabets

4. Names of vegetables using pictures, names of animals using masks.

5. Interating songs are used as a medium to teach numbers.

6. Story telling

Section 2 Curriculum:

1. Reading and writing in Hindi

2. Numbers in Hindi

3. English alphabets

4. Names of vegetables and animals in English

5. Story telling. Question and answer related to the stories.

Jivan Jyoti School

Approximately 35 children from 3 to 8 years of age are enrolled in the School. The aim of the school is not only to impart education but also bring about a social reform. 

There is no dedicated facility for the school; therefore, the school runs under a tree. Dashrat Mujahar, generously provides his hut on rainy days. The facility runs from 10:30 amt o 12:330pm everyday. One of the teachers from Gyandeep Vidhyalaya visits the Jivan Jyoti under rotation. The mode of instruction is similar to a Balvadi. The children are talk to maintain personal hygiene (Wear clothes, Bathe, Brush, Keep clothes clean), greet people, introduce themselves, sit in a line during instruction which include Hindi alphabets and few games. 

There has been constant effort towards creating awareness amongst the villagers. Two houses in the villages belong to the chamars. Since they are somewhat educated, the entire village takes and follows direction given by Anil Ram. Girls as old are 16 years are illiterate. Efforts will be mobilized to educate these girls as well.

Sewing Lessons and ____________:

Since the conception of the program on July 1st, 2005 there are 12 women (18 to 35 years of age) part of the program out of which 5 are illiterate. Stitching instruction run from11:00am to 2:00pm. They are taught how to stitch various things including frocks. 

Nijamun Nisha is currently running the program. The program includes instructions on personal hygiene, cleanliness inside and around the house etc.

Challenges and current issues:

1. Lack of permanent land for the school

2. Lack of training for the teachers and other workers involved in the program

3. Need for bicycles

4. Need for sewing machine and scissors

5. Lack of equipments and other things needed to social programs

6. Unable to open bank accounts for Self Help Groups.

Vision for the next 3 months:

1. Run current programs with efficiency

2. Impart direction to people and new initiative in Ukrav 

3. Create in Self Help groups in other villages

4. Send the instructors for training

5. Educate the elected female Sadat village pradhaan of there rights and responsibilities

6. Conduct a one time meeting with the villagers
