Jeevika undertakes a series of measures to extricate children from Bonded labour. These include: 

· conducting awareness campaigns across villages in Karnataka,

· petitioning local administrators (and police) to intervene and remedy situations where bonded labour is identified 

· The most important programme undertaken by Jeevika in this regard is the Back to School Programme, which is based on the belief that every child below 14 yrs is entitled to free education and is a  'bridge’ programme that focuses on children who do not go to school or have discontinued from school. The children are tutored and their skills nurtured until they are considered to be fit to join the formal schooling system. Jeevika's activists ensure that the children are placed in government schools at the appropriate level

30) Creation and Activities:

Jeevika (Jeeta Vimukti Karnataka = Bonded Labour Liberation Front in Karnataka) had its beginnings in Jeeta Vimukti Sanghatane (An Organisation for Liberation of Bonded Labour) at Anekal taluk level of Bangalore Urban district since 1990 through purely voluntary effort of dalit youth in Anekal with Kiran Kamal Prasad.  The emergence of this specific and exclusive involvement on bonded labour was the result of the decision of Kiran Kamal Prasad to involve himself with dalits of Anekal taluk in 1985. During the course of his work with the Dalits, he thought of taking up the issue of bonded labour as a means of empowering dalits.  He had by then come to know that the government of Karnataka had been denying the existence of bonded labour in the entire state since 1980.  This meant that the issue had to be tackled in a scientific way as also through the leadership of dalits and bonded labourers themselves.  Towards this end, Kiran started collecting data on bonded labourers in the entire taluk through the help of dalit leaders in that village as also other villages.  By June 1990, the data was tabulated and was used to raise a question on bonded labour in the state legislature through a dalit member of the legislature.  The minister concerned replied in a positive way admitting the existence of bonded labour in the state and making a commitment to do whatever was to be done under the law.  Then emerged Jeeta Vimukti Sangahatane in 1990 in Anekal taluk and Jeevika in 1993 at the state level.

Jeevika is an NGO based in Karnataka which undertakes a wide range of corrective measures to tackle the evil of Bonded labour. It is estimated that nearly 21% of Bonded labourers in Karnataka are children below the age of 18. These children are deprived a basic education, and are forced to accompany their parents to work on the lands of the landlord in order to pay-off the debt. 

Bonded labour is a form of forced labour where the labourer is bound by the terms of debt taken on by the previous generation from the landlord. Despite being outlawed by the Indian Parliament, the practice of bonded labour continues to prevail in large parts of rural India due to reasons such as extreme poverty, illiteracy and discrimination against the lowest castes. Bonded labourers work under sub-human conditions: they work long hours and receive neither pay nor holidays in compensation. The landlords and middleman tend to manipulate the debt that binds the labourers to work so that it never diminishes and is passed on to their children and grandchildren.

31)Background of founder(s):

Kiran Kamal Prasad founded Jeevika. During 1985, Kiran Kamal Prasad (then associated with the Jesuists)  decided to forgo his doctoral studies under a National Junior Research Fellowship (he was studying the problem of rural labour in Anekal in Karnataka) and involve himself in activist work to organise a resistance to bonded labour problems. For Kiran, the first few years were torturous (he was once physically assaulted by the land owners for organising the dalits). In 1993 the organisation 'Jeevika' was formed as a trust to address this problem.
