Background information about the organization

P.V. Raghu and Rama are a husband-wife team who have been working at Deccan Development Society (DDS) school in Zaheerabad for the last 14 years. DDS has been working towards rural development of poor dalit women in Zaheerabad for over 15 years. DDS is engaged in various activities in the areas of food security, ecological agriculture, and alternate education. Their programs include watershed development, providing health care, running balwadis (day care centers/playschools for children of working women) and schools. Raghu and Rama fee that it is time for them to move on and make a bigger impact towards providing education to the poor children by having more balwadis and day care programs.

They propose to start an organization named “Khushi Rural Development Society” which will work in the 5 villages of Zaheerabad. The society will run balwadis during the day and night schools in the evening in these villages.

Activities proposed by the society

The main purpose of the balwadis is to take care of uncared-for children left by parents going to work. These children are usually under-nourished and their brains do not develop. Raghu and Rama want to put these children through pre-primary education at the balwadi and take care of their nutrition needs.

They also want to motivate and educate children that work during the day and do not have the luxury to go to school. The night schools are intended to serve this group.

When they proposed these ideas to the adult villagers, the villagers asked them if they could get some education themselves. So Raghu & Rama want to include an adult education program too in these villages.

Their long-term plans are to evolve these balwadis and night schools into a full-blown school, at a place easily accessible by multiple villages.
Need for funding

Raghu and Rama need initial funding to start this program. They are committed and motivated, and the people in the area know them well. They are well versed and well trained in educating children, especially from rural agricultural backgrounds.

FCRA Clearance

Foreign Contribution Regulation Act (FCRA) is a Govt. of India clearance that every non-profit organization in India is required to have to be able to receive funds from outside India. “Khushi” does not have FCRA clearance currently. Asha Central NJ requests Fusion Tech. to explore the possibility of supporting this project by funding them through their Hyderabad office.
