3. Briefly describe the motivation for the starting this group.

              The founder of  Vivekananda  Educational  Institutions  in  Hdyerabad.

 He was born in a middle class family in  Nellore  Dist in A.P. He completed his Primary and high school education in Madras (now Chennai) under the guardianship of his maternal uncle . Later on consequent on the reorganization  of  status.

His guardians migrated to Hyderabad and he received his university education from Osmania university and completed his post graduation  Even from his student life he showed keen interest  to help the students belonging to poor families . He used to devote his spare time in offering coaching to the poor students, and used extend his assistance to them in various ways .

                         Later on he entered in Govt. service and served in various departments . Having been inspired by  the noble ideas of great saint i.e. Swamy  Vivekananda. He made up his mind to devote his entire life to serve the poor and downtrodden .

         With  this aim, he relinquished his job and in the year 1982 he established an educational institution (under the title Vivekananda Educational Center) in a slum locality ( in Hyd at Panjagutta ) to provide educational facilities to the poor children of slum localities. Thus for the last 22 years he has been devoting his time for the promotion of literacy , and education ( both conventional and vocational )  among the slum children .Besides providing educational facilities to the slums. He further extended the educational facilities to the rural people also and he established an educational institution  in a village 22 kilometers away from Hyd .  

                          Being a bachelor he is able to devote his entire time in the service of the poor and downtrodden people. Our members used to take part in medical camps conducted by lions club and other such organizations in slum localities. On such occasions we have witnessed the miserable conditions of the slum people. Poverty and illiteracy of the slum people had made deep impact on the collective psyche of our members. Deeply moved by the plight of these slum dwellers the founder secretary of our organization SRI.M.N. MURTHY had made-up his mind to setup an institution named VIVEKANANDA PUBLIC SCHOOL to provide educational facilities to the slum children. Since 1982 this school is imparting conventional education to the poor and the downtrodden children of slum localities.

4. Briefly describe the aims of your group.

a) To promote literacy among the illiterates.

b) To provide educational facilities especially to the slum dwellers and other down trodden communities; by establishing primary and high school level schools.

c) To provide vocational training facilities (to the students) by introducing  courses like typewriting, tailoring, painting and drawing and other low cost technical courses. Computer education is also part of our planned future vocational training programs.

              Our group is purely secular and nonreligious. Students belonging to all religions are admitted and given proper education. They receive equal treatment from our institution. Students belonging to other states are also given admission and equally treated.

           Nearby there is Balwadi School. The school is imparting education only upto 4th class and the medium of instruction is Telugu. Students whose mother tongue is other than Telugu are not seeking admission into this school further they are running up to 4th  class only.

21. Is your program different system. Our medium of instruction is English and as such parents belonging to other than A.P. state, and whose mother tongue is not Telugu will prefer to admit their children in our school because the medium is English. Further we are running up to S.S.C. We have also introduced vocational courses in our curriculum.

22.   Why are the children in your school/s not attending other government school in the area?

a) Government schools are over crowded.

b) The medium of instruction is Telugu.

c) Further people living in these localities are migrants from other states and their mother tongue is not Telugu. Since our school has English Medium it is more useful to them. They will easily understand the subjects.

d) In respect of standard of education and discipline and proper care towards the students, parents find that our system is better than that of in government school. Hence the parents prefer our school.
