SACSAS Academy Conference at Moirang, Manipur - Sept 2008
Attendees: Surjit (general secretary SACSAS), Shantikumar (president SACSAS), executive members, school teachers, villagers, guardians and parents
The main topic of the conference was centered around the topic of “self sustainability”. There were about 45 attendees – Sacsas executives, teachers, villagers, guardians and kids parents. I was so impressed to see the participation of the teachers and villagers. The villagers showed deep concern about having a system that can make sure that the schools have some form of income to sustain even without the periodic help of other funding organizations. 
There were discussions as to what would be the way to create some form of income generating engine in the villages. We talked through different ways of generating some income in the villages but we had not been able to come up with a fair plan. The only plan we could come up with was to help National Charitable Hospital, a sister-concern of SACSAS Academy, grow and fulfill its activities by providing medical facilities including specialist services to the poor rural and local people where there is no such facilities. One of the major goals of the National Charitable hospital is to improve the availability of and access to the quality health care by specialist doctors, especially for those poor, women and children residing in rural areas. 
Headmasters, executive members, guardians and parents gave their speeches and showed a strong need to make this project self sustainable. The proposal to support the charitable hospital will be submitted soon.
