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Activity #1 Citizenship Education: Workshops completed on leadership development and gender inequality. Women starting to function autonomously. Federation being formed for attacks at the Tehsil, District, and State level.

#2 Empowerment: Marketing and vocational education has been extended to Bheeripani. Cash crops being sold in Delhi. 

#3 CAC Documentation: Reference documents for seed properties and traditional health care have been completed and made available. This is a big success story in terms of allowing independence of agriculture amongst Dalits. This is a motivating factor for other groups to start similar seed banks. 
Future activities: Activity 2 has suffered from lack of technology and funding. During this visit I was able to solve herbal oil extraction problems with use of seperatory funnel, grain mashing problem with elimination of mechanical system and replacement with variable weight system and recommended co-payment of 100 INR to supplier after he has sold first 20% of market for 400 INR. (Grinding machine to reduce 66% work ). This will allow high income users and Asha to assist low income users.

Urinary tract infections are believed to be correllated with sanitary napkin use. A program has been initiated to change behavior and monitor results. Monthly distribution data will be tracked and health assessments to be done biannually.

Project Termination Definition: The most important accomplishment of this visit was the definition of successful project termination:

1. 5 locals trained in village centric health care (Barli Institute 3000INR/Women)

2. 5 Implemented technologies that successfully reduce the current 63 hour work week. i.e. oil extraction, grain grinding, weeding, plowing, native crops, etc. Note: Asha engineering expertise will be required.

3. 5 examples of autonomous political actions with documented results, done independently by existing women's action groups. We want to see that the actions are taken by the people; but we will not  judge the success or failure of the effort. What is critical is structured response and consistency of effort.

Conclusion: Asha is fortunate to be able to fund the program in the successful phase of completion. Expertise from this project is needed in other women's educational activities. Coordination with Asha Washington Barli Institute Health Care Training will provide the first Asha field test of our Barli project, and is critical for proving reproducibility.

Recommendation: First: Asha Washington must find a Project Coordinator for this approved project. I can not continue as both auditor and coordinator. Second as soon as FCRA becomes available, we must transfer funds. CAC is severly limited in non Asha funding, i.e. family. Earlier concerns about the applicability of this project for Asha For Education are not correct. The focus on Citizenship, Agricultural, and Political education strikes at the very core of our mission.
