Lecture at IIT :

Yogesh visited IIT on 6th Oct and 20st October. On 6th October to attend the meeting with n-logue CEO Mr.Ponnapa and Drishi CEO Mr.Satyen Mitra. Various ideas on use of ICT for rural development, bottleneck and problems were discussed. Mr.Bishnu Pradhan, Mr.Kentaro from Microsoft, Dr.Kirti , Anil and other MLA team also attended the meeting. On 20th October Yogesh again visited IIT to deliver a lecture on “ICT can make a breakthrough in education” in front of students of ICT for development class. 

New Proposals:

1) Along with IIT –Media Lab Asia group, we are planning two new proposals. 

2) For deployment of educational software’s in rural schools. To do it in 10 rural schools and one mentally retarded school. We observed inspite of many good software’s available in the market, its use is limited. There is no study available on problem faced in using computers and evaluating its effectiveness, deployment. We are planning to have content depository, which will have stock of all content available in the market. We will carry out technical, pedagogical evaluation of CBL based education. Puruliya Ramikrishan Mission will carry out similar study in west Bengal. The idea of the joint project is to share the common goal and work towards it with logical variations. The project is submitted to Media Lab Asia for funding.

3)  Educational problems of Nomadic tribes are different. Traditional methods of education failed to deliver education to these students. Now we want to explore ICT for educating nomadic tribes. Advantages are : 1) In one unit of nomad, there are children’s of varying age group. Its not possible to have different teacher for such small number of students. But one computer can handle varied content. 2) We can design program in their own language (Boli bhasha) 3)We can train them without changing their lifestyle immediately. 

IIT and Vigyan Ashram decided to implement this project on pilot basis in one unit of nomads. IIT will help in solving all technical issues, VA will cater to training and content issue. A visit to one of the nomadic group “Medhangi Joshi (Who carries bullock with them and tell fortune) based in Ambernath was done on 20th Oct. The group of nomads is excited with idea and willing to co-operate. We will get few volunteers from them and train them at Pabal.  Proposal is submitted to Min. Of IT. 

Gotha Wall Construction:
Our gotha wall became old and needed immediate reconstruction.  It was almost fallen due to rain. We reconstructed two walls using cement hollow blocks. Six  DBRT students made cement blocks and constructed the wall in contract. 

We are also planning to do koba (Cement flooring) and fencing for the gotha. We had already appeal for sponsorship of the gotha repair, laboratory microscope and Ashram painting work and hope to get it. 

Pomegranate juice inquiry

Mrs.Bora of M/S Rupesh food products visited us few months back. They got a inquiry from company “Mother herbs” to supply of pomegranate juice (30 tons per month). Our existing micro filtration machine is useful for filtering pomegranate juice. Representatives from Mother herbs visited pabal on 31st Oct to see the facilities available. If things materialize, our Mahila Udyog Kendra (MUK) will run to its full capacity. We will have to upgrade our MUK as per FPO norms.  

Orders from M/S Sanjay Fabricators

Our ex-student Mr.Sanjay Shembade who is running M/S Sanjay Fabricator in Pabal is taking active part in our workshop section. He started off loading some of his job work to our students. Now he has given them a contract of constructing a shed for cattle camp. 

Reality Learning Engine (RLE)

RLE was developed by Mr.Richard pipe and Dr.Kalbag. Its copyright is with VA. Versaware Technologies ( Mr.Richard Pipe was CEO) were supporting our ideas by providing technical manpower, we were depending on them for technical support. But unfortunately Mr.Richard pipe left Versaware Technologies. Hence we need to be on our own on RLE development. Karan, who was main programmer for RLE, came to IIE on his holidays and trained our staff on RLE and its development. He assured us that he will voluntarily help us whenever we will face the problems. 

Seminar at NIRD,Hyderabad

Makarand Jangam gave presentation on our work in “ICT for rural development” seminar organised by National Institute of rural development, Hyderabad on 18th and 19th Oct. He also visited “Thrive” at chintapalli on 20th and studied their LED DC light project. We are planning to test 2 LED DC bulb is our campus on solar panel. 

AQUA Campaign at Kendur

On Dassera day, we organised one day demonstration of AQUA in Kendur Devi Yatra. Khed Member of Parliament Mr.Adhalrao Patil visited our stall and spend 10 – 15 min understanding our activities. 

Visit to Gandhiyan, Kadus

Yogesh and Shanatanu visited Gandhiyan farm at Kadus on Gandhi Jayanti. Dr.Kataria invited us for the function. Gadhiyan is well-developed agricultural farm spread over 96 acres. They used almost all techniques in water conservation and farming. Its ideal farm to show it to our students. We are planning to take overnight picnic of our students to Kadus. It was also decided that VA will help Gandhiyan to establish their computer centre and start few vocational courses over there. Gandhiyan are starting a fruit-processing unit, they need trained manpower. We suggested name of our last year DBRT student Vittal Shid. He is joining them from 13th Nov and going to Mysore for training.
