Project Status

Project has been successfully completed with all dedicated funds sent. 

Manuals of high quality, in Hindi, are available for village use 

throughout Hindi speaking areas of India. Prior reports contain all metric data. 

Project Conclusions

Funding and activities oversight are completed. No further funding is 

requested. It is now Asha's responsibility to facilitate implementation. 

Washington sponsored this project to insure a culturally relevent 

health care source, that was reviewed by trained physicians. To do this we will need to insure that trainees from Hindi speaking Asha projects 

attend training sessions and recieve individual manuals to allow village implementation. Failure to motivate sponsored projects to complete this training will prevent health care implementation. Dr. Mcgillian has committed to the following structure to do this.

Training sessions for community persons from Asha sponsored projects:
Groups of 10 women per class Training session to last seven days

Cost of Lodging, Boarding, etc. Text included 2000 INR

Estimated Travel Reimbursement 1000 INR

Recommendations:
Asha wide efforts must be made to require all Hindi speaking NGO's to 

reply with their decision on availability of trainees. Without this 

effort most Asha villages will not benefit from this project. 

After 12 months I will do an assessment of training and field results. 

If successful, I will initiate a new funding proposal for translation, 

production, and distribution of additional textbooks in an alternate 

language. Macmillian press has already committed to this work. 

Implementation in the M.P. tribal area is already successful due to the presence of trained field women from the area.
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
