Most of the nearby shop owners had undergone a basic education (upto 10th std). The parents of the students are 98% illiterates.

Most of the children come from economically backward and illiterate families. Parents are mosly coolie workers who do not take any  interest in the children's education.They are willing to send them to school otherwise they do not participate in the child 's education - even the parents' teachers' meet.Sometimes the children are made to work after they finish their regular classes in school.

The children have sometimes been moved from another school (private) to this school as in most circumstances.The reason is mainly that the parents are unable to pay the fees which is required in these schools.
