Site Visit for Shamayita School, August 2007:

The school has been affiliated by CBSE board of Delhi in February 2007. This has made the school pay the teachers hired from outside (other than ten devoted sannyasinis) according to the pay scale of CBSE. After visiting the classes and several meeting with teachers and individual students, I felt the immediate areas of need are in chemistry, mathematics and biology. Three trained teachers in those subject areas have been hired this school year (April, 2007).

This year so far AfE-Yale  has send funds in two installments, $2000 (April, 2007) and $3500 (July, 2007). The fund sent by Asha is helping to pay for the teachers’ salaries.

First six months:   Rs. 5000 per month for 6 months for 3 teachers = Rs. 90 000

Next six months:  Rs. 8000 per month for 6 months for 3 Teachers = Rs. 144 000

Total: Rs. 234 000 (~ $ 5710 @ Rs. 41 per $ 1)

This year they also have five other non-trained low paid teachers. The salaries of these teachers are provided by local donors. According to the requirement of board, the school can have the most 30% of non-trained teachers. The number being five out of 18 (27%) is within the requirement.
