Soon Marina beach was a vast street of water with floating cars, boats and debris.  206 persons including a few tourists were killed in Chennai.

V. Asha’s contribution

Distribution of Livelihood materials:

Ground volunteers have been touring every district and trying to identify the immediate needs of that district. In chennai district, Srinivasapuram is the most affected village due to tsunami where more number of lives lost and high level of damages occurred.  Immediately after tsunami hit, more relief work by Government and Ngo’s side went on for this village.  But the indirectly affected families are left behind without any support from Government and NGO’s. Most of the relief works were distributed for fisherman families. Those families who are involved in other occupation got no support from Government.

With constant interaction with the villagers in Srinivasapuram, we identified the need as 1. Temporary sheets for their shelter: 80 families Rs 16000 2. Fishing business: 100 women and 100 families Rs 12000 Vessel needed for selling the fish by women for their survival 3. Construction workers and carpenters livelihood equipment set (150 families) Rs 1, 50,000. The government has been helping with building temporary shelters and providing fishing equipment but not doing anything for families who have indirectly lost their livelihood through the Tsunami. So we found the livelihood equipments are the major need for the people to sustain their life.
In Srinivasapuram village, most of the families are depend on construction and carpentry workers indirectly affected by tsunami. They lost all their equipments in tsunami (construction/carpentry). There are more families depend on such occupation. But 150 families are mostly affected and under privileged.  The local villagers working with me identified the families who need help for their livelihood. After tsunami, they took the equipments for rent.  We started rising the funds for these 150 families.
Proposal for construction/carpentry workers:
The equipments are new one.  The list was made by the construction laborers and the carpenters.  The following are the items which cost Rs.1000 per family tool kit.

Funds details:


For construction and carpentry equipments, Asha Yale came forward to put the proposal for ARC voting.  So many discussions and questions went on regarding this project both the ends. This project got approved by ARC voting.
Distribution of Livelihood equipments:

After a long process, we fixed up a day for distribution on 12th Jan 2006.  The villagers prepared the whole event by themselves. Kalavathi and Kalai sekaran represented the village for identifying the needs and till the distribution day.  It went on for two hours.  We distributed the materials to 150 families on the day.  Fortunately, Asha founder Deepak Gupta and Pandey (Sandeep father) was given their presence while distributing the materials.   With all Asha volunteers’ effort, 150 families got support to lead a sustainable life.

Project Pride- A Report
Urur Olcott Kuppam School:


It is in Besant Nagar, Chennai along the coastline.  This school is situated in the middle of the slum. Children belong to fishermen community.  Urur Olcott School was inaugurated in 1939 by Mohandas Karamchand Gandhi.  Originally a primary school with classes I through V, the school was run by the local community with meager support from the government.


The school was severely understaffed, unhygienic and almost in shambles.  With Asha’s constant support the school now offers upto class VIII.  Having provided better teaching aids, high nutritional meals and richer school campus the school now has a healthy educational environment.

The Dec. 26th Tsunami’s effects on Urur, Olcott 

1. These Kuppams were spared the worst of the Tsunami and no lives were lost but there was severe property damage.

2. About 300 families in these Kuppams have either partially or totally lost their huts and their belongings to the Tsunami.

3. About 75% of these families were tenants and it is not even clear if they have any proof of residence which will enable them to get government relief. They are currently being housed in the Sastri Nagar Corporation School. 
4. The other 25% of the houses were occupied by the owners. These people as well as owners whose houses were further inland have lost their huts. Many of these people have also lost their catamarans or boats, fishing nets etc., their source of livelihood. 

Asha constant support details to bring about quality of education:

In 2002:

Fixed leaks in the roof of the old building.

Constructed a new compound wall for the school keep away unwanted intruders as well as ensure that the children do not run away during the day.
Asha supported to construct three classrooms. This allows the school to expand up to the 8th standard. Further one of the rooms is to be used as an Audio-Visual room for Technology Aided learning.
