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Asha Honor Scholarship Policy

1. Funding Limit per student

A funding limit for all students is set by Asha Honor chapter and this limit would be applicable for all Asha Honor scholars. For the academic year 2006-07 the limits are:

1a. College Education

(i) Partial support - Fraction of Total Fees 

For college education the fees vary a lot and will have to be decided on a case by case basis. The fees the  scholars pay may be beyond this amount but Asha would only bear a fraction of the total amount. This is to encourage families to take an active partnership in meeting the fees.
(ii) Full support – Through Support A Child

If a student from a low income background gets admission for professional courses with outstanding marks, and needs a larger than abovementioned amount to continue education, Asha Honor chapter will try to set up a web page through Support A Child (SAC) scheme and try to find suitable individual donors.
(iii) Expectation – Repay for future scholarships

All college students who are receiving support from Asha Honor are expected to follow the practice of repaying the amount after getting job placement. This is to encourage social responsibility. Ultimately it helps to support more children in need.

2. Selection of student will be based on family background and academic performance.
3. Support includes school fees, notebooks, textbooks and guide (X and XII)
4. There should be a genuine and verified economic need for the scholar and their family.

5. Each scholarship child should have a completed a scholarship application form.

6. Site visit to homes and schools of the children is a must and the person doing the site visit should not be the nominator.

7. The nominator is expected to be responsible for mentoring of the children regularly.

8. Nominators should be Asha volunteers or members of organizations that Asha can trust.

9. Nominators should be able to provide periodic reviews on the  progress of their nominees to Asha Honor (i.e., progress report from the school, qualitative assessment of progress etc.).

10. Participation at Asha Scholarship focus group monthly followup/mentoring meeting (Second Saturday of every month) will be a criteria for continued support.  
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1. Higher priority will be given to children going to corporation schools and to students who are likely to drop out (ie above VIII with 60% marks in subjects)
2. Primary focus should be for 10th and 12th standard students who can go on to become self reliant. Others would be considered on case by case selection.

3. Preference should be given to children with disability and to girl students – who are typically left behind.
4. Reference letter from the principal of the school or college would be highly desired (especially about fees structure)
5. We encourage and promote diversity among the nominees (i.e. skill, religion, gender, socio-economic background)

6. We prefer to support only one child per family – as this allows more families to benefit.

7. Nominator is encouraged to submit a one page essay on the basis for nominating 

the child.
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
