 They don’t have the FCRA clearance but they promised to get the FCRA with in six months time because the Rotary salem has the fcra and all the district rotary members are told to get the FCRA individual for their districts and they have all the information ready with them they are going to apply for the FCRA. And the Dharamapuri Rotary Number is 2980. And if the funding is ready I think Asha Honor can enroute the funding for the priority one and two and before the priority three they will get the FCRA we can discuss in the telcon and decide about that.
An Explanation of Group Hearing Aid?

 Ans:  The group hearing aid is  a tool which has a earphone,mic,volume control meter and it has been for all the individual students, and one for the teacher, so the teacher can teach the lesson and the students can hear from the earphone and according to there hearing control the students can adjust the volume and if the students wants to answer he/she has any question they can talk from the mic which have been attached to earphone, so the teacher can hear that and she/he can answer.
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I have drawn a diagram for your reference please take a look.the circle inside the box is volume control and the students can adjust.  And the each students have a Pin hole sacket and all the pinhole is been connected with the teachers PinholeScaet so that she can hear all the voice of the children.

How many Students would actually benefit from this hearing Aid?

Ans:The hearing aid as mentioned in the proposal was 8 sets 

  One set contain of 10 microphones 10 volume control and 10 ear phone 

 So at present we can buy 6 sets, so totally sixty children’s can get benefited. 

How they are planning to purchase the aids? That is, is there any other vendor/brand which would be significantly more economical than the ones that the school plans to purchase?

Ans: Yes they are planned to buy the good ones and long life worthy so they have got a quotation for this from so many brands and vendors only in chennai is cheap and they got the quotation is for Rs 16,000 per set hat is in 2002 but now it will be little bit high so we need the quotation before we proceed its MAK Industries who make this hearing aid So he says he will get the exact quotation, and also from my observation I have visited some schools having this haring aid and its comes to 20,000Rs Rs now. So I can go to Mak industry and find out for you after you send the reply to me.

Among the request are funds for the playground which was the initial request and funding for constructing a new dining hall. Can you please confirm the urgency of this?

Ans: yes I had a talk regarding this but they have mentioned it’s not a play ground it’s a compound wall because they school is situated near the lake and we definitely need the compound wall to be constructed because it’s a risk factor for the children so I asked the priority for them they have told:

1, Group Hearing Aid Six sets 

1, 60,000
