Curriculum for Saf Kerna Project (Main focus Children’s Education):

Day 1- (20 Minute Presentation)

· Introductions and point out finished trash bins 

· “Hi my name is ______ and I have brought to you today a very special friend.  His name is Mota Man and he is a trashcan.  You need to feed him in order to keep him happy.”  Talk about how we saw the schools as not as clean as they could be and wanted to buy these for the school.

· Why trash collection is important

· It keeps our school clean

· It prevents us from attracting bugs and bad smells from decomposing trash

· When we play, we don’t have to worry about stepping in trash

· It means we care about our school, a place like our home

· How we use a trash can

· Explain how to pick up trash

· Then get the teacher to pick three volunteers to come up and pick up trash with you.  Physically direct them to a highly dense area and then direct them to place it in the trash bins

· Emphasize how easy it is and how everyone can do it

· Emphasize that our school can be so much cleaner if we all do it together.  If only one person throws his or her trash away, but it really depends on everyone to be successful.

· (Depending on whether we want to separate the trash with a bio and regular bin, we will go over the difference of using the two different bins.  Food decomposes faster, that is why we separate.)

· Wrap UP

· Go over all the reasons why the trash bins are useful one more time

· Stress the point, “If you see someone throwing trash on the ground in school.  Tell them that what they are doing is wrong and that they can just as easily throw the trash in the trash can or Mota Man or whatever you want to call him.  

· “Now I want everyone to pick up two pieces of trash before they go back to class.”  Everyone needs to pick up two pieces of trash before they go back to class.  Have teachers physically stand by guaranteeing this happens.

· Goodbye- See you tomorrow

Note: This is when you have to train the D-Level employees to take care of the trashcans.  

Day 2 (15-20 Minute Presentation)

· Questions: 

· Who has been feeding our new friend? (Direct to populace at large)  “Raise your hand if you have fed Mota Man.”

· Can any one tell me one of the reasons why trash collection is important (Hopefully hands will raise)?  If someone raises their hand and gives a right answer, give them a piece of candy.  Then other hands will raise hand.  (If no one volunteers, have the teacher pick someone)

· Games:

· Relay Races- Every team will form a line- first person will run until the find a piece of trash and then throw it away to their respective teams trashcan.  After which, the next person runs until everyone is finished.  Then the game is over when all teams finish.

· Each team collects 15 pieces of trash, and then form separate lines where children hand off between each person the trash until all is thrown away.  

· (Any of the games can be repeated)

· Recap- Now, can we go over why we throw away trash.  Give more candy out to right answers and tell them to make sure to throw the wrappers away.  See you tomorrow.

Note: Check with the teachers, headmaster, and D-Level employees to see if they are using the trash bins to the best of their abilities.  Get feedback and questions.  

Day 3- (15-20 minutes)

· Greetings.  Raise your hand if you have fed Mr. Mota Man.  Who can tell why we use the trashcans?

· We have brought some art supplies and would like to have everyone who wants to draw a picture of what it means to have a clean school and why it is important to them.  The best picture will win a prize.  

· For everyone else who doesn’t want to draw pictures, you can play the relay race that we had before.  Separate the children and have them work on it.

· At the end of the free time, we have them tell us why it is important.  We show the pictures to everyone in the group and say see you tomorrow.

Day 4 & 5- 

Just a means of checking up on the project to get responses from teachers and head master.  Ask for their suggestions and input on to make the event better.  Ask for their continued support in enforcing the cleanliness of their school.  

Talk with the D-level employees and get their reactions to the project and ask that they continue to take care of the trashcans.
