ACCOMPLISHMENT-1

CHILD LABOUR ERADICATION PROGRAMME
It is a chronic disease in our society to engage minor children to 

labor and this system is nothing but for the poverty in poor helpless 

facilities. These poor and helpless families are complied to engage 

their lovely minor children in hand & hazardous works with a view to 

getting food. These children are drive of getting education, nutrition 

& better employment in future other than to remain as slaves. To get rid off these slavery system and better employment in future other then to remain as slaves. To get rid off these slavery system and to pull on 

the child labour to civilization & to engage them on self-employment. The government in Labors Department has chalked out programmes through 

N.G.Os eradication of the child labour and provides them better 

education, nutrition and self-employment. Our organization has under 

taken with the above aims with the active financial assistance of the 

Government. In the above said programme we had found out 320 child 

labors in jatni of whom 100 child labour are now prosecution their 

regular studies in Primary education They supply with free M.D.M. free 

education books, vocational training, under different trade etc through 

our volunteers. The people our localities are cautioned not to engage 

any child labour at there home for any other

ACCOMPLISHMENT-2

CHILD CARE PROGRAMME

PADMASHREE organize a childcare center whose mothers are working on the 

productions center. In this center the children are provide medical and 

recreational services.

They are regularly in meditation and prayer. They are encouraged to 

pursue their hobbies like homework, reading, writing & singing. Both 

allopathic & homeopathic forms of medical care and provide to the 

children. They have taken out local excursion like museum in once in a 

year. The aim of the programme is to advance the cooperatives of under 

privileged children through basic need of socio-Economic and education 

programme targeting mostly street children, child labor & children of 

impoverished families living in the slums. Our aim is to give awareness 

to the children as well as to elders of the society in order to make 

them aware about child rights.
ACCOMPLISHMENT-3

TRAINING CUM PRDUCTION CENTRE

We have organized a Training-Cum-Production Center in TIE, DYE, BATIC & 

BLOCK PRINTING {DWCRA} scheme in the village Haridamada, under jatni 

block, dist-Khurda, Orissa. Under the programme a stipend of Rs.1500/- 

was paid to 25 women beneficiaries, who belonged to poor & distress 

families of near by village of Haridamada. Beside raw materials like 

poplin cloths, and chemicals like Acrame red, black, yellow, green, 

blue, lemon yellow, diammonia phosphate, fixer, yellow wax. Were 

providing to the beneficiaries. We also provided technical support to 

the women. With this they produced beautiful Sarees, window curtains & 

also tablecloths. We assisted them to market the products.

This project was for one year. With financial assistance from "Council 

For Advancement of People Action & Rural Technology (CAPART) Ministry 

of Rural Development, New Delhi. Women activists those trained are 

presently continuing their work at 20 villages. Besides marketing their 

products, our organization also helping them to continue the work in 

order to develop the economic standard of poor women in that area. The 

project was started from August1998 to July 2000.

ACCOMPLISHMENT-4

DAY CARE CENTER for aged persons
We have been implementing a project of "DAY CARE CENTER" for 100 

beneficiaries, and 90 of them ladies selected from poor rural families. 

Most of them are divorces, rape victims & other victims of women abuses. 
The project started from April 2002 & continuing. Under the project, beneficiaries  are provided health care, nutritional supplementary, recreational, sports & cultural activities clothing materials accommodation & maintain hygienic conditions etc. They are trained with the making candles & inset sticks other domestic products. Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt of India, New Delhi finances the project. These trained women will be placed at different village community centers & paid monthly stipend of Rs.450/- by our organization even after the project. They will share their training experience with co-villagers & continue with task.

ACCOMPLISHMENT-5

VOCATIONAL TRAINING

We have been implementing a project " Vocational Training" to backward 

class girls at jatni, Dist Khurda, orissa from 16/9/2001. Under the project Vocational training in Repairing of TV, Radio, Electronics and Home appliances are imparted to beneficiaries. The 20 no of girls drawn from backward and poor villagers at jatni, Dist Khurda, orissa. These trainees get Rs. 100/- stipend per month with free accommodation and mid day meal, light refreshment etc. They are also giving raw materials like, Radio spare parts, TV spare parts, Deck spare parts & other equipments with experimental training courses.Financial assistance for the project is given by Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt of India, New Delhi . We intend to sustain the project by providing financial assistance to trainees even after completion of the project. Trained women will be stationed at villages and share their expertise with other village women.

ACCOMPLISHMENT-6

AGED CARE & ADULT EDUCATION

PADMASHREE SOCIETY organizes aged care programme in jatni Block & jatni 

NAC at different local center. They are providing refreshment cloths, 

blankets, washing soap. Bathing soap, coconut oil regularly. They are 

teach to read books and to watch television and to news channels to 

aware about that problems and rights. A library also establish for

the aged person by the organization. A "senior citizen s club" also 

establish under supervision of PADMASHREE SOCIETY, so that maximum 

number of aged persons are get together in every month to discus about 

the problem of themselves. During the meeting we are trying to apprise 

the members to various financial organization for there economical 

developments. We are also organizing ADULT EDUCATION

PROGRAMME for 287 numbers of aged persons of Jatni municipality. 

District Literacy Mission, Khurda District, orissa, sponsors this 

programme.

PADMASHREE SOCIETY organizes skill development training in computer, 

type writing, knitting and dressmaking for physically handicapped poor 

youth of khurda Districts.

are providing with free accommodation well equipped classroom & other 

particle facilities after completion of training they are engaged to 

several business Organization & canalizing to banks for there economic 

development.

DISASTER RISK MANAGEMENT PROGRAMME

With the support form UNDP & OSDMA, Govt of orissa; we are working as a 

nodal agency for jatni Block of Khurda District in Disaster Risk 

Management Programme. We are forming Community Contingency Plans (CCP) 

in each village of the Jatni Block for preparedness initiatives and 

response to disaster & we are forming village task force by providing 

training to the youth of concern villages who are working warning and 

relief Operation. Every month in Grampanchayat area we are organizing 

Awareness Building programme. In this camp we inform, educate & convinced to the volunteers as well as to villagers how to face and escape from this hazard of disaster. We are also discussing with state Government, District control room & Block Disaster Management Committee to establish VHF networks, training programmes and workshop for villagers and N.G.Os staff to tackle the disaster comfortable.

Education For All is a beginning of motivation to children and their 

parent to take part in child education. We will produce children the 

joy of learning by providing lots of opportunities of interaction with 

teachers and peer groups. We will teach them in three ways:

1. Creative

2. Physical

3. Innovative

We try to make an atmosphere to provide them where their creative 

potential can be nurtured and fostered. We also try to satisfy most of 

the psychological needs of the children.

LOCATION OF THE PROJECT: location of the project will be at village 

Badaichhapur, JATNI, Khurda, and Orissa, India.

THE TARGET GROUP

The target group is selected are fifty numbers of rural families of 

village Badaichhapur, JATNI, DISTRICT OF KHURDA, STATE OF ORISSA who 

are 

living below poverty line and in socio-economically disadvantaged 

circumstances and their fifty numbers of children of age group2.5 to 14 

years.

TEACHING TECHNIQUES

The possibility of learning by doing and individualized learning are 

most important features of our teaching technique. During the teaching 

process keeps the needs of the child like Educational need, social 

needs 

psychological needs & aesthetic needs. We provide lots of concern 

activities to the children. As a child from the very beginning is 

interested in creating, when his/her action and thoughts are not 

perfectly coordinated. We provide opportunities of self-expression & 

try 

to develop aesthetic sensitivity in children through various activities 

of creative arts & try to provide an environment where children can 

imagine freely and spontaneously. These activities are:

1. Painting

2. Clay modeling

3. Handicraft

Traditional games and yoga are also given due emphasis and special 

workshops are conducted during the summer session. We also integrate 

the 

children by providing mass

activities like, mass singing, mass painting, mass plantation, and mass 

discussion & integration camps. We also enable children to choose 

activities according to their liking. They are also getting the many 

opportunities of interacting with renowned educational & social 

personalities. Our organization has a resource committee for imparting 

training to parents, teachers & our child project coordinators both 

from 

the formal & non-formal education. Our thought is that we can reach a 

maximum number of children through teachers only. We equip our child 

educators with a variety of innovative tools, which they can use while 

interacting with children.

ADDITIONAL SERVICES

Our organization will provide food, clothes, medical, recreational, 

meditation and light physical workout to our children. Clinical 

services, routine check-up and immunization camps are held in time to 

time. Both allopathic and homeopathic forms of medical care will 

provided to the children. Library facilities such as children books and 

magazine that are specially meant for children will provide through 

literacy

HEALTH NUTRITION EDUCATION TO PARENTS

Timing Births

Information to reduce health risk

1. Pregnancy before 18years or after 35 years increases the health risk 

for mother and her baby.

2. For better health of mother and child there should be a space of at 

least two years between births

3. Family planning is responsibility of both men and women.

Safe mother hood

Information to the families of pregnant women

1. It is important for all families to be able to recognize the warning 

signs of problem during pregnancy and childbirth and to have plans and 

resources for getting immediate skilled health if problems arise.

2. A skilled birth attendant should check the women at least four time 

during ever pregnancy and assists at every birth.

3. The pregnant women need nitrous meals and more rest throughout the 

pregnancy.

4. Physical abuse for women during pregnancy is dangerous both to women 

and the foetus.

Child development

Information to the parents and family members

1. Parents as well as family members need to be involved in caring for 

the children. The father role is especially important. The father can 

helpmeet the child's need for love, affection and simulation and ensure 

the child receives a good quality education, good nutrition and health 

care. Parent and there family members are also need to know when to 

seek 

help and how to provide caring and loving environment for a child with 

a 

physical or mental disability.

2. Parents should be encouraged to talked with and listen to the child 

and if the problem persists, to seek health from a teacher or healthy 

women. Guides and adviser will also give to parent time to time about 

the development the children.

Breast-feeding

1. Brest milk alone is the only food and drink an infant need s for the 

first six months no other food of drink, not even water, is usually 

needed during this period.

2. Women who are infected or suspect that they may be infected soon 

consult a trained health worker for testing, counseling and advise on 

how to reduce the risk of infecting the child.

3. Newborn babies should be kept close to their mother and begin 

breast-feeding within one hour of birth.

4. Breastfeeding helps protect babies and young children against 

dangerous illness. It also creates a especial bond between mother and 

children.

5. Bottle-feeding can lead to illness and death. If a woman cannot 

breast feed her infant, the baby should be fed breast milk or a breast 

milk substitute form an ordinary clean cup.

6. Exclusive breast feeding can give a woman more than 98% protection 

against pregnancy for six months after giving birth but only if her 

menstrual periods have not resumed, if for baby breast feeds frequently 

day and night, and if the baby is not given any other food or drinks, 

or a pacifier or dummy.

Hygiene

1. All faces should be disposed of safely using a toilet or latrine is 

the best way.

2. All family members, including children, need to wash their hands 

thoroughly with soap and water or ash and water after contact with 

faces, before touching food, and before feeding children.

3. Washing the face with soap and water every day helps to prevent eye 

infections. In some parts of the world, eye infection can lead to track 

home, which can cause blindness.

4. Only use water that is from a safe source or is purified. Water 

containers need to be kept covered to keep the water clean.

5. Raw or leftover food can be dangerous. Raw food should be washed or 

cooked. Cooked food should be eaten without delay or thoroughly 

reheated.

6. Food, utensils and food preparation surfaces should be kept clean. 

Food should be stored in covered containers.

Injury prevention

1. Many serious injuries can be prevented if parents and caretakers 

watch young children carefully and kept their environment safe.

2. Children should be kept away from fires, cooking stoves, lamps, 

matches and electrical appliances.

3. Young children like to climb. Stairs, balconies, roofs, windows and 

play areas should be made secure to protect children from falling.

4. Knives, scissors, sharp or pointed objects and broken glass can 

cause 

serious injuries. These objects should be kept out of children's reach.

5. Young children like to put things in their mouths. Small objects 

should be kept out of their reach to prevent chocking.

6. Poisons, medicines, bleach, acid, and liquid fuels such as paraffin 

(kerosene) should never be stored in drinking bottles. All such liquids 

and poisons should be kept in clearly marked containers out of 

children's sight and reach.

7. Children can drown in less than two minutes and in a very small 

amount of water. They should never be left alone when they are in or 

near water.

8. Children under five years old are particularly at risk on the roads. 

They should always have someone with them and they should be taught 

safe 

road behavior as soon as they can walk.

First aid advice will give to parents, family member and community 

health workers to prevent injury.

Sanitation and clean-up campaign.

1. Encourage for drainage and disposed of wastewater.

2. Promotion of use of latrines.

3. Sensitization of parents and community regarding the maintenance of 

latrine bore wells, wells and surroundings.

4. Strengthen women's group to deal with issues of sanitation.

5. Capacity building programme will organize for local community 

including training on sanitation.

REGULAR SCHOOL SPONSORSHIP

Admission to Government schools often makes schooling unaffordable to 

impoverished students, so sponsorship for the children covering school 

fees, uniforms, school boxes, text book exercise books and school 

supplies for the children will provided. Counseling will be provide to 

assist students in the difficult transition to regular to school. 

Children who are capable of going to school will be channelising into 

formal schools through special arrangements with local educational 

institutions.

SUPLIMENTARY EDUCATION TO CHILDREN, ESTABLISH OF CHILDREN'S LIBRARY AND 

PROMOTION OF CHILD CLUB

An evening class will organize for the children to develop their 

standard and more involvement in educational system. In day schooling 

what they have learned they will repeat it in the evening class. So 

that the interest in the classroom will increase. It will encourage them to go to school regularly.

A Children's Library, which is already established, will help the 

children to develop their involvement in reading books in Sundays and 

holidays. We have already established CHILD CLUB, which will encourage 

the children to participate in library activities.

PREVENTION OF CHILD LABOUR

Children are silent, obedient employees who do not question adult 

authority. Child labours can only be abolish by providing free, 

compulsory quality education and nutritional support with incentives 

for the child such as income generating schemes. They will send to school instead of work. So we are trying to abolish child labours in our locality providing them education and nutritional support. We are 

trying to engage their families in candle making so that they also allow them to go to school.

SOCIO ECONOMIC BACKGROUND OF THE CHILDREN AND THEIR PARENTS

Jatni a rural business center in state of orissa, India having the 

magnitude of problems in simple terms of providing the basic facilities 

is very high. Over 50% of the total population are living below poverty 

line and are also illiterate. The demographic scenario of the jatni is 

alarming. Over 42% of the total populations are children in the age 

group 0-14 years. The number of children who are getting 

socio-economic- educational facilities only 55% of the total child population and out of only 50% are getting government assistance only in the field of education. Rests of the children are out on the street providing some supplementary income to their families. The area no irrigational facilities and depend only on rain for agricultural activities, most of the male elements migrate to other part of the state in search of employment. Their women folk without any engagement remain indoor languishing in hunger and disease. The super cyclone of November 1999 has completely paralyzed the socio-economic life of these people. While parent are often absent, incompetent, abusive or gone in search of work the majority of the children are left during the day time to fend for themselves in search of food or money. They come to public places such as railway station, Bus stand, Temples to beg or find petty work, becoming easily a susceptible to assault, sexual abuse and a host of other problems that abuse with life. Not only these innocent, vulnerable and powerless children deprived of the joys of the childhood, but also lack possibly the most powerful tools of self-empowerment.

7.What are the main causes for resistance to education around the 

geographical area of the project under consideration?

Jatni a rural business center in state of orissa, India having the 

magnitude of problems in simple terms of providing the basic facilities 

is very high. Over 50% of the total population are living below poverty 

line and are also illiterate. The demographic scenario of the jatni is 

alarming. Over 42% of the total populations are children in the age 

group 0-14 years. The number of children who are getting 

socio-economic- 

educational facilities only 55% of the total child population and out 

of 

only 50% are getting government assistance only in the field of 

education. Rests of the children are out on the street providing some 

supplementary income to their families. The area no irrigational 

facilities and depend only on rain for agricultural activities, most of 

the male elements migrate to other part of the state in search of 

employment. Their women folk without any engagement remain indoor 

languishing in hunger and disease. The super cyclone of November 1999 

has completely paralyzed the socio-economic life of these people. While 

parent are often absent, incompetent, abusive or gone in search of work 

the majority of the children are left during the day time to fend for 

themselves in search of food or money. They come to public places such 

as railway station, Bus stand, Temples to beg or find petty work, 

becoming easily a susceptible to assault, sexual abuse and a host of 

other problems that abuse with life. Not only these innocent, 

vulnerable 

and powerless children deprived of the joys of the childhood, but also 

lack possibly the most powerful tools of self-empowerment.
