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Objective of the Project : 

1. To build up a educated community by schooling of all children at the specified area.
2. To stop dropout of children from school

3. To stop early marriage of girls.

4. To stop trafficking of girl children.

Project Activities (Barasat) :
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Running education centre for children age group (3 to 9 Years) – Nursery to Class V
subject as follows :

Project Activities at Slum area :
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1. About sixty children age group 6 to 12 years attending at the education centre everyday between 12 PM to 4 PM. It is mixed up group. Some are dropped out from school. Some are going to formal school but attending this education centre for guidance. They enjoy to attend this education centre. Music, Rhymes, Painting, Drawing are part of their education at this centre.
2. A coaching class for adolescent girls are running for the students studying at class VI to Graduation. Without this coaching centre the girls would not be able to continue their education. We always are keeping contact with their home so that they would not drop from their school as most of the families have a tendency to stop the study of girl child. 
We are also trying to give support for admission at college, to buy books etc.
Implementation of the Project :

1. At the initial stage of the year a survey was conducted to identify the children who are not going to school or children dropped out from school.

2. Meeting conducted with the parents to send those children at our school.
3. After school hours Home Visits conducted by the teachers for non attending students at the school. Strategy taken if there are any problem of specific students to attend the school.

4. Apart from formal classes extra curricular activities like dance, song etc organized.
5. regular parents meeting and making aware them for development of their children, exhibit the study work of students to concern parents. Maintaining Diary for each and every students by class teacher.

6. Special Treatment for the children who could not able to cope up with the regular study, counseling by psychologist also arranged.
Achievements :

1. Children are happy at the school.

2. Attendance of children increased.

3. Parents are interested to send their children at school.

4. Started secondary stage of classes i.e. class V to VIII during the period.

5. Parents attending at meeting regularly and interested to know regarding their children’s academic situation.

6. Examination procedure, formation of questions for different classes preparing efficiently.

7. Dropout rate has decreased.

8. Cooperation among the teachers, concern of teachers for improvement of school in general improved.

Need of facilities to improve the existing system of school :
1. We would like to build up concrete roof of the existing tiled roof at Barasat.

2. A big space needed to run the education centre of slum children.

3. To provide health facilities for children and adolescents girls.

4. To provide facilities for Higher education.

Problem encountered during the period :

1. Children could not attend the school at higher classes as they have to do some work for earning to maintain family.

2. Children could not attentive at their study when their mothers are victim of domestic violence (in some cases).
3. Insufficient space at slum school.
4. Transport to reach at school.

5. Tiffin for school children.

6. Proper dress could not provide by the parents.

Feedback from “Institute Of Social Work” to “Asha For Education-Cornell University”.


On behalf of Institute Of Social Work we are really grateful that with the support of “Asha For Education – Cornell University”. We could run the education centre for children of slum and rural areas. During past years about 450 candidates attended this education centre yearly. It would not be happened if we would not get support for “Asha”. Visits of ‘representative’ from ‘Asha’ increased our enthusiasm.

· We know it is not possible to give support always but our request to ‘Asha’ to continue this support at least for few years otherwise all development of children will be stopped.
· Our request to ‘Asha’ if we can get support to build up the concrete roof for school at Barasat a partial amount i.e. about $ 5000 in future.
· We intend to start a ‘Day Care Centre’ for students who are in distress or at ‘Risk’. Is there any possibility to get support for any such project.
