Other Health Activities: 

· Two student interns from SNDT College conducted a session about scabies and how it spreads. The Prerana team had guided them in planning and executing the session. They also showed how scabies can be prevented as well as treated. This session took place on the 8th of June at the Falkland Road center and was attended by 40 children. 

  

· The most common ailments of the Monsoon like skin problems, malaria, flu, fever etc were discussed by the ESP team at Falkland Road center with the 45 children attending. They discussed the need to wear raincoats and carry umbrellas as well as desisting from playing in the rain too often and jumping in puddles as it increases risk of falling ill. This session was held on the 11th June in Falkland Road and on 26th of June at Kamathipura which was attended by 70 children. It was also held at the Vashi Turbhe center on the 16th of June and was attended by 30 children.

  

· A similar session was conducted for children in the age group of 3- 6yrs at the Kamthipura center on the 19th of June. 

  

· On the 15th of June, the NCC team at Falkland Road conducted a session on heat boils and preventive and curative measures for the same. The session was conducted for children between the age group of 3-6yrs and 16 children attended. 

  

· Mother’s meetings were held at all three centers to address the upcoming academic year and the admissions and procedures for the same. The meeting was held on 16th, 22nd and 25th June at Kamathipura, Vashi Turbhe and Falkland road center. During this meeting, the team reviewed the rules of the ESP and NCC and explained the school admission procedures for new mothers and the importance of follow up with teachers etc. They also discussed the special care that child will require during the monsoon as well as ailments that commonly effect both women and children during this season.

Other Health Activities: 

· On the 3rd of April 09, the team at Kamathipura held a puppet show to explain to the 51 children at the NCC how scabies spreads and how it can be prevented. The show was aimed at also helping the children identify the symptoms of scabies. 

 
 

· On the 7th and 10th of April, the ESP and NCC teams conducted health sessions on diseases and ailments that are rampant during the summer season like chicken Pox, dehydration, heat rashes, heat stroke etc. They explained to the 55 children present at the Falkland Road center the precautions to be taken in this season and steps to be taken in case they do face these ailments. 

 
 

· A mothers meeting was held simultaneously in the Kamathipura and Falkland centers on the 16th of April 09. The meeting was facilitated by the respective teams at the centers. The meeting focused on the diseases and ailments rampant in the summer and how they could best care for their children and themselves, the mothers were informed of the upcoming summer vacations during which there would be daily activities at the Prerana centers, the three day residential summer camps to be held in Malad. The health issues also included the sexual hygiene issues that the women may face in  summer due to increased heat, sweating etc. the mothers were informed about what foods would be best for them during this season and also given tips on how to prevent Typhoid and Jaundice. The meeting was also used as a platform to discussion on the dangerous situations that children in this community may face(child protection issues). At Falkland road 23 mothers attended this meeting and 35 mothers attended the meeting at the Kamathipura centre. 

 
 

· On the 20th of April, 60 children attended a session on the consumption of unhygienic junk food and its implications. The team members took common junk foods found in the community like Ice Golas, wafers and chips, Ice candies and savories as examples to explain the manner in which they are made and stored, hence making them unhygienic. 

 

2 Residential summer camps were held from 20th April to 25th April 09 at the JJ Nursing home campus at Malad.  174 children from all of Prerana’s centers attended these camps. There were two camps, first was from 20th t o22nd April 09 for the age 6-9yrs and 23rd to 25th April 09 for the age group 10 – 15yrs. In the camp for 6-9yrs age group, session on child rights, child sexual exploitation and child labor where taken by the team members and a craft workshop and puppet show were also held. The children also took part in a sports competition there. During the camp for the age group 10-15yrs, the children were involved in sessions on child labor, child rights and sexuality. On the final day the children put up an exhibition of item they created with candle wax and other items provided to them at the camp site. This activity was conducted to enhance the quality of working in groups and polling in and sharing of resources and expertise within the group for greater output and results.
