1. The audit report says total expenditure is Rs. 44,00,000. Is this for the CAF educational project i.e. the school only ?

A. No, the Rs.44,00,000 is the total expenditure, not just for the "C.A.F. Educational Project". 

2. The expenditure for running the school according to your report on 24 oct. is Rs. 36,700 per month. How much it will be affected this year when you have additional 10th standard?
A. When we sent the Report on October 24th, 2007, our 10th standard had already been running for four and a half months, since June 1st. So, the Rs.36,700 includes the 10th standard expenditures. 

3. Your recent report says Rs. 4,05,500 was spent in 07-08 on 10th grade. If we remove the fixed cost (classroom desks and classroom construction) and add Rs.5000 per student for their future expenses (11th/12th), I think it will be almost the same amount.
A. Yes, we can deduct the non-recurring, one-time expenditures (fixed costs) from the running costs of the 10th standard. Rs.5,000 per year per student would be the minimum amount required for post-10th standard, higher educational expenses.  

4. If we subtract total cost of running school (Q 2) - cost of running 10th grade (Q 3). What would be the amount for coming school year that would be supported by other donors?

A. We do not yet have any other (non-Asha For Education) donor(s), individual or organizational, who are donating directly for the total running costs of our school. There are individuals who are occassionally donating various amounts for the required textbooks, notebooks, school uniforms, etc. of individual children. There are also persons who occassionally donate for one teachers' salary for one month, the running of our free school transportation service for one month, the school children's midday lunch for one day, etc. The funds for the total expenditures, however, are very much mainly from our general account fund, and come from many various sources of general donations.

                                Number of students and number of teachers

1. The total number of students in our school for the 2007-2008 academic year was 307 (three hundred seven) boys and girls. 1st Class: 30, 2nd Class: 32, 3rd Class: 28, 4th Class: 32, 5th Class: 50, 6th Class: 34, 7th Class: 32, 8th Class: 29, 9th Class: 21, and 10th Class: 19.

  2. The total number of teachers in our school is fifteen. We appointed six additional teaches last year for the 2007-2008 academic year. (A few had left after the 2006-2007 academic year.)
