Name of the Project: Pranabananda Boy’s Hostel.

Address: Bharat Sevashram Sangha, Sahapur, Malda., West Bengal.

Short Description: Asha-SV has funded this project beginning 2007. This project provides complete room, boarding and educational facilities to local orphan and poor students. This boy’s hostel is run by the Bharat Sevashram Sangha in their Malda Ashram. Poor students from around Malda district, who would otherwise never attend any school, stay in this hostel and attend local schools. Housing for the project exists in the premise and up to 130 students have been provided with free room and board in the past.  The hostel has been functioning for the last one year after staying closed for few years for want of fund.
About Bharat Sevashram Sangha:

 Bharat Sevashram Sangha is a spiritual brotherhood of monks and selfless workers devoted to the service of humanity. It is a purely a philanthropic and charitable organization with non-sectarian, non-communal and non-political character and outlook.

Bharat Sevashram has forty-three centers in India and ten outside the country. The only source of funding of this organization is donation from individuals and groups.

A collection of slides are available that shows the activities of this organization.

Funding Request: Rs 900.00 per month for 100 students for 12 months. Rs. 10,80,000 (Rs. 10.8 Lakhs or ~$25.1 K at Rs 43/1 US$, an increase of about 5% from last year).
Progress/Update on the project: 

· Last year Asha-SV supported with a grant of Rs 850/student/month for 100 students. In March of 2008, when the mid-year report was presented, the hostel had an enrollment of 70 students. Currently the hostel is completely enrolled with 100 students. 

· Two site visits were done since the mid-year presentation. First one done in March 2008 identified that students, mostly of elementary school age, were getting acceptable nourishment but better educational coaching was needed, if the primary objective of educating was to be met. In the second site visit, a detailed one, done in the middle of July confirmed the progress.
· These learners often come from background that has not been inclusive of education. Special educational assistance, in addition to local school is the primary need. Two private tutors have been employed at the school site to help in this regard.

· Long term, Government funding will be attempted but Asha-SV funding in the short to medium term will be greatly appreciated.

Questions asked during presentation on August 28, 2008 and their answers:

Q: Is there any mechanism to track student achievement?

Ans. Students up to fourth standard are automatically graduated to the next grade after completion. Four or five students enrolled in fifth standard will actually get marks. This will be available in next year’s presentation.

Q: Can career counseling be provided to the students?

Ans. They do try to instill a sense of service to all the students and do have cases of successes. But actual percentage is small and any involvement of NGOs like ours will be earnestly encouraged.

Q: Is there any attempt to raise funds from the community?

Ans. The whole institution runs on community involvement but regular sizable commitments are very rare, which may have to do with less affluence of that part of the state of West Bengal.

1'am enclosing herewith the statement of actual expenditure of Pranavananda
Chhatrabas, Bharat Sevashram Sangha, Sahapur, Malda, West Bengal, India for the
period from 01-07-2007 to 31-07-2007. In this connection, I like to give you the salient
picture of the Chhatrabas which was established in the year 2002 for the upliftment of the
children of Backward Classes of our Society. As you know, the education has not been able
o enter in many areas of our country due to over population and poverty. We are tying to
extend our cooperation with the Government for the purpose of up-ift of the Backward
Classes in our limited extent. Almost all the students of the Chhatrabas are coming from
S.C. & S.T. Categories. We are trying to give the ideas of making good habits, cleanliness,
sincerity, workmanship etc. from the beginning of education so that they may become good
citizens of India.

We proposed to run the Students Home for Scheduled Tribe and Scheduled Caste to
100 number of students but in that stipulated time-frame we could collect 70 students only.
However, during the year we would be running Hostel for 100 students during the 2008.
So a sum of Rs. 80,000/~ (Rupees Eighty Thousand only) is an unspent balance for the
period 1.7.2007 to 31.12.2007.

We are badly needing 4 class rooms for teaching the students the size of which will
be20'X 15,

We would like to spend this balance money to start the construction of class rooms
with your kind approval.

The proposed expenditure for the year 2008 (January 08 to December 08) has also
been prepared in a separate column for your kind perusal. I would request you to kindly
extend your cooperation and sanction the grant as soon as possible from your end and
oblige
