Half-Yearly Project Report

June _ December, 2012

Respected and Dear Friends,

Greetings from one and all the students, staff and all other inmates of Jeevan Gnanodaya and from my own self.

We are happy to inform one and all of you that Jeevan Gnanodaya is in its Silver Jubilee Year! Thanks to your steadfast support for the last 15 years which has enabled our School to work successfully towards rehabilitating the poor rural children with hearing impairment.

Before 15 years we had just the School for Deaf and Dumb children with a mere 40 children under our care. But now, we have many branches catering to the needs of the differently-abled and deprived sections of the rural society. They are:

1] Jeevan Ganodaya Hr.Sec School for the Hearing Impaired

2] Jeevan Gnanodaya Industrial Training Center

3] Jeevan Gnanodaya Nursery and Primary School, Nenmeli village

4] Jeevan Gnanodaya Counseling Center

5] Jeevan Gnanodaya Day Care Center For The Mentally Retarded

and,  last but not the least

6] Jeevan Gnanodaya School, Vallipuram Village, for SC&ST Students.

This year, after reopening on the 1st of June, as in the previous years our X Std students did us proud by securing centum results! Lakshmi Priya and Priya, both have stood second in the District! In Science our student Lakshmi Priya has scored 96% and was honoured with an award bestowed on her by the District Rehabilitation Officer.

All the students who have appeared for the exams have secured above 80% marks in all the subjects, the topper scoring 346/400!
ADMISSIONS FOR THIS YEAR: 

 As usual, this academic year also we have got ten new admissions [primary class]. We are happy to inform you that learning about the work of our School each year more and more rural parents from in and around Chengleput are approaching us to have their children with hearing impairment admitted in our school.

INDUSTRIAL TRAINING CENTER:
 From July 27th of this year the I.T.I Exams were held. From our School nine students have appeared for the Exam – Eight Boys and One Girl – and they have come out with flying colours! All of them have secured First Class! We are waiting for the Certificates.
 And, as soon as the results were out, all these nine students have got placements in private concerns in Chennai and Maraimalai Nagar. One boy hailing from Salem has got employment in his native place itself!

THIS YEAR ADMISSION FOR I.T.I:
 We have got 13 new admissions for I.T.I. the Government has conducted counseling sessions and on that basis admissions were made.

This year we have got 13 students in the X Std. Now, their half-yearly exams are going to be held from the 15th of this month, i.e., December onwards. 

SPECIAL TRAINED TEACHERS:
 There are six Special Trained Teachers in our School. Three from Thiruvannamalai district, two from Coimbatore district and one from Thirunelveli.  All other teachers have undergone Secondary Grade or B.Ed Teacher’s Training.

For I.T.I we have three teachers with one of them having B.E., M.B.A Degrees and the other two holding Diploma.

PRIMARY SCHOOL:
 Though we receive no financial aid for our Primary School, still I feel happy to give you a brief description of our activities in this direction.

At present we are running one English Primary School in the nearby village called Nenmeli where almost 300 students are studying from First to Fifth Standards. To make Education accessible to them we get very nominal fees only from the students. This year we have introduced the System of Integrated Education in this School, giving admission to five differently-abled poor rural children. Of them one is visually challenged and four children with learning disabilities.

JEEVAN GNANODAYA SCHOOL, VALLIPURAM: 

It is our new Project which we have brought into being to mark our Silver Jubilee Year. We feel immensely happy to share this with you.

Vallipuram is a remote village, 20 kilometers away from Chengleput where there is no school at all in the area. We have opened our School there mainly to cater to the Educational needs of SC/ST Students. This School has started functioning since the 1st of June [2012] and Education is imparted absolutely free-of-cost here.

This year we have K.G. Classes and First Std. altogether there are 80 students. We have decided to expand this School up to High School level and College level too, with a view to emancipate the SC/ST children and pave them the way for a better future. Incidentally there are no Higher Secondary Schools or colleges in this locality. This place lacks even bare public transport facilities.

From the June of 2013 we would be upgrading this School into a High School. We have divided the School into Primary, Middle and High School level and also college level. We are hopeful of making it a Matriculation School by 2014. We need the time to carry out our plan in the best manner possible. By next academic year we would be able to give admission to 100 more children, adding to our present total of eighty. In this School also we would have five children with learning disabilities in the next academic year. We have conducted a survey to find out children with disabilities in this area.
We propose to have a separate wing in the Vallipuram School premises for catering to the needs of the differently-abled. At present our School is functioning in a rented building only. We have five teachers, one Aayaa and one assistant for this regular school.

We are conducting Evening Classes/Tuition Centers for the local children who are studying in Chengleput and Thirukazhukunram Government Schools, to help them fare better in their studies.

SILVER-JUBILEE BUILDING:
 As one of our silver-jubilee projects we have commenced work towards constructing our own building for Vallipuram School. Within three to four months, to be precise, before the 14th of April, 2013, before Annual Vacation starts we would have the building ready, hopefully. Work is going on smoothly. 
The School premises that is being built now would be up to V Std and after June we would commence work to upgrade it up to Hr.Sec.School Level.

JEEVAN GNANODAYA K.G TO P.G has always been my dream and I sincerely hope to make this dream come true in Vallipuram.
Everyday till 10 a.m., I stay in Jeevan Gnanodaya School at Chengleput and then I proceed to Vallipuram and remain there till 2 p.m. and then I come back to take care of our Hearing Impaired students in the main school.

COUNSELLING CENTER FOR THE INMATES OF JUEVENILE HOME, CHENGLEPUT: 

 The State government of Tamil Nadu has chosen one NGO for each district on the basis of their meritorious and committed service to the society and entrusted the work of running a Counselling Center for children and adults having mental stress and psychological problems. in Kanchipuram district the government has chosen our organization to discharge this social responsibility. In Chengleput there is a Juevenile Home having nearly 30 hardcore boys and adults. Each day the Home send two of them to us for receiving Counselling. To give counseling effectively we have appointed a social worker having an M.SW Degree to his credit and two Psychiatrists. This Center is opened for three hours from 4 p.m., to 7 p.m., on a daily basis. Every Sunday the counseling sessions take place throughout the day. 

For the professional social-worker and psychiatrists the State Government is giving remuneration on hourly basis. The total amount for a year would be given to us towards the end of every March which we have to distribute. The State government has given us an office room in the Juevenile Home campus. Through this Center children with Hearing Impairment who go missing from various parts of the districts are sent to our School.

MEDICAL CAMP: 

For the benefit of our children, their parents, staff and other needy local people we had arranged a Medical Camp on the 14th of November, this year, it being the Children’s Day. Four doctors and nurses visited our Main School in Chengleput and the Primary School in Nenmeli village. We had arranged for this Free Medical Camp to the Target Groups, as we do every year, spending more than one-and-a-half lakhs[ the number of students being more this year] for conducting the Camp. 
DHEERGA SUMANGALI KALYAN MANDAP: 
The construction work of this Mandap which has been going on for years, experiencing so much of hardships and difficulties, has almost been completed on the 15th of August, 2012. from January 2013 onwards the Mandap would be fully booked as the marriage season begins. This Mandap has both A/C and non-A/C bookings, with two separate dining halls for vegetarian and non-vegetarian food. The photographs of our Mandap will be enclosed for your perusal.

We began this Project with a long-term vision of being self-sufficient and self-reliant. As I am advancing in age I am not able to run from pillar to post, seeking financial assistance for fulfilling the basic needs of our children. Since the start of the construction work, we had faced a lot of hardships and unexpected hostilities. All at once our donations had stopped completely. There were times when I felt completely heart-broken, wondering whether I had done the right thing in initiating this Project. But now, I feel happy to see my ambition fulfilled and I am convinced more than ever that I have done the right thing indeed.

In two years from now I would have repaid all the loans borrowed for this Project. After that we would have all the money from the Mandap to secure our children’s future and also to continue our other charity works.

We have appointed a manager, two assistants, two watch-men to look after the administration and maintenance of the Kalyana Mandap on a permanent basis. During weddings, receptions, functions, other celebrations we need twelve more workers, electricians, plumbers and cleaners.

I have given above a brief account of the objectives and activities of our Kalyan Mandap.
