Report of the activities of Bala Vihar for the month of December 2007.

Greetings for the new year !

The month of December arrived when the activities of Bala Vihar were more or less stabalised with a routine spread over all the days in a week.  All the activities in various schools were continuing with a few changes done to improve the sessions.

A few notable contributions were:

Consultancy services offered to the interested students for the science experiments and for the display during the Science and Arts exhibition that took place in The Pine woods High School on the 8th and 9th Dec.2007.

Collage workshops conducted for children of 5th to 8th std. at Pinewooods  and on 12th and at Luminary school on 27th December 2007.

Orientation sessions were conducted for teachers of Luminary school on 13th December 2007 at the request of the Principal and the Secretary of the school.

The celebration of the new year eve at the Nachiketa center evening class for government school children. We conducted games of various types involving co.operation, team work and alertness. We had Jayashree Janardhan and her two children as guests for the occasion and their company gave a good feeling to all of us. We distributed note books, pens and pencils and sweets for around 50 children who attend these classes.
A summary of the regular activities:

1. Govt. High school , Marenahalli, Vijaynagar. English classes for 2nd and 3rd. std for a period of 45 mts. Each on Mon, Wed and Fri.

2. Govt. Primary school at Amarjyothi nagar, vijaynagar. English classes for 4th and 5th standard for one hour on Mon, Wed and Fri.

3. Govt. School at Gangondanahalli, Vijaynagar. Classes in Yoga, singing, theatre activities and English from 2.30 to 4.30 pm on Tuesdays for class 7 consisting of 45 students.

4. Pine woods High school, Vijayanagar. PDA classes for 7th, Story telling and library classes for V and VI, between 2.45 to 3.30. 3.30 to 4.15 Reading room facility for classes V to VII. 4.15 to 5. Classes in Yoga, Drawing and painting, clay modeling and drama all taking place at the same time. Days. Mon, Wed and Fridays.

5. Luminary School Andhrahalli off Magadi Road. Lending library, Yoga, PDA, Clay modeling for 53 students and reading room for 3rd and 4th between 11 to 3 pm on Thursday.

6. Nachiketa at Vijaynagar. Evening classes in English language for classes 5th to 8th for the Govt. School, Marenahalli children from 5.30 to 7 pm.

7. Chaitanya Tutorials at Marenahalli. PDA classes for 30 students across 6th to 8th for one hour on Tuesdays. The students are from different schools taking tuitions at this place.

8. Library at KGS Layout. 12 new members joined the lending library. The total membership is 25. Activity class for 8 children on Thursdays from 6.30 to 7.30.

About 26 calenders using the drawings and paintings of the children were prepared by the team with the help of a resource person, Smt Lalitha, a teacher in Center For learning. The calendars were given to the respective schools and some friends. The children felt happy that their drawings were made into calendars that hang in their schools.
