Mr. Ashish Jain visited the Rescue Junction project being run across Gaya Station Complex this morning and  met with Mr Deepak Kumar who showed him the facility. It is a place where children who may have run away from their homes find a shelter. The center provides them food and other basic needs and tries to reconnect them with their parents / relatives with help from local Government / police. He was able to interact with the children who seemed to be content. There was enough support staff to take care of the children present at the center. Classes were also being run at the center facility itself. They also have arrangement with nearby schools for the children. Over all, he was very satisfied with what he saw. It appears that they have been associated with the project for long and are courteous and show professionalism.





The Rescue center operates a 24X7 days telephone number for people to call about any missing children or for children who may appear to be a run away from their home. Even local police, whenever they get such a case, always first call the rescue center.
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
